




From Fort Bliss, Tex .. where it was first arganized in 1916, to the 
Philippines and Korea, and back to Hawaii, the 1st Battalion, 8th 
Artillery, has always adhered to its motto of "Daring and Tenacious." 
In World War I it fought through the hedgerows of France with the 
7th Infantry Division in 1917, and in World War II through the island­
hopping campaigns of the South Pacific, as part of the 25th Infantry 
Division. 

As part of the 27th Regimental Combat Team, the 8th Artillery saw its 
first action in Korea July 24, 1950, between Taeion and Taegu, deep in 
South Korea. 

At Chindong-ni, on the southern coast of the peninsula, the "Automatic
