Born in Karnack, Texas, on December 22, 1912, the daughter of
Thomas Jefferson Taylor.

Graduated from Marshall High School and St Mary's Episcopal
Schoot for Girls, Texas, with honors.

Earned a Bachelor of Arts in 1933, a Bachelor of Journalism in 1934
at the University of Texas.

Appointed Chairman of the Board of the Radio and Television
Station, KTBC.

Cited for the contribution to the public interest through the media of
the airwaves by Theta Sigma Phi and received the George Foster
Peabody Broadcasting Award.

Received an Honorary Doctor of Laws degree from the Texas
Women’'s University, Denton and an Honorary Doctor of Letters
degree from the University of Texas.

Entered the White House with the record of having been a partner
in the political life of her husband longer than any First Lady in
history as the wife of a Congressman, Senator and the Vice president.

Organized a Committee for More Beautiful Capital with her deep
concern about the national program for conservation and beautification.
