MR. CONG SUFFERS FROH SEVERE HYPERTENSION AND HIGH BLOOD
PRESSURES DUE TO HIS HEALTH HE WAS ONLY ABLE T0 PROVIDE LIMITED
INFORMATION REGARDING AMERICANS HELD AT THE CAMP. HMR. CONG HAD
