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Source provides firsthand information of a grave of an American in HCM City,
and secondhand information of circumstances of death.

Information:

The following information was related by Source to interviewer as fact. Some-
time in 1977 or 1978, when Source was visiting the grave of his uncle in the
cemetery of the Giac Minh Pagoda, western Hanh Thong Xa, Go Vap District, HCM
City, vic XS5 8385 9713, he observed another grave which was alleged to be that
of an American. Dimensions of the grave are as shown in Source's sketch (Incl
2). The following information was recorded on the cement headstone

Dean Joy MaCathy

29-3-1973

26 years of age
Source inquired about the circumstances of death from others visiting graves
in the cemetery and was told that the American was a US civilian who had a
Vietnamese wife. He was returning from the bank one day and was the victim of
a robbery attack, was hit on the back of the head and died from injuries. His
death occurred in Saigon.

Source saw the grave six or seven times, the last time being on 3 Oct 84.
According to Source, the grave has never been tampered with or exhumed.
