1In Sep 85, Source's
brother, Vu Van Ha Dung of 245 Quang Trung Street, Ward 10,
Go Vap (D), HCMC, was visited by his friend, Mr. Phat (NFI)
of Binh Duong (D), Song Be (P) (NFI). Phat showed Source's
entire family a small plece of bone which he alleged was from
the remains of an American who had died during the war in
Vietnam and which he was keeping. Dung and Phat had talked
to another Mr. Dung of Go Vap (D), HCMC (NFI) concerning what
could be done with these remains. Source professed to have
no further information concerning the acquisition of disposi~
