We wanted to inform you that we have just 
heard from the Air Force that the remains 
that were sent back some time ago that 
were supposed to be of our son were not 
identifiable.

There were no teeth for the dental 
records so they did not have anything 
they could identify.

They could not tell us what 
would be done wi th the remains, or what 
else would be done as they did no t know.
