The slogan "kill
the U5, annihilate the peppets'., Must be pul into action in order to
annihilate the enemy and their strength to smash thelr support and the U3
aggressive 1ntentlon.

2. Propagandlze the people to return. to their land and work on farm'
production., Meanwhile, we must break off!the enemy G hidu. HOi" "policy and
destroy stratetic ham_ets and refugee camps, The Liberated areas must be
preserved and strengthened, disputed areas must be transformed into liberated
areas, Encircle the enemy area and atteck them. The activities in the
enemy rear sheould be intensificd, motivate the people to rise up agalnst
the enemy._

3. At the same tlme, the activities in the local area sheuld be steppcd
up regularly toc meet thé reoulrements.

II., GUIDE AND FLAN OF ACTIVITIFS: B ‘ ' .
A, Struggle against ‘the enem Y pSywar entertalnment. .

Indoctrination should be given to agencies, units and people in
order that they may realize the purpose. of the enery psywar entertalnment and
boycott them in hamlets, on streets and in restuurbnts.,...: : o

The public entertainment activities should be ‘intehsified (folk 'songs)
and spread widely among the people. The motivation should be carried out
step by step, Our entertainment activities should be disseminated into
disputed areas, Wetuserstudents‘to perfori plays in the weak areaé.

Indoctrlnatlon should contlnously be jgiven to ellmlnate enemy enter-
tainment,

B. Objective of our entertainment: -

1. Writing' performance. and propagation:

: ~ Writing in the prov1nce or village should aim at meeting the
above requirements. 1ry to reach this goal under thé guldance of the local
area. Proper subjects are victories over the US by militia, guerrillas

and people.in palitical, military and treop proselyting fields and the
increase of {arm preduttion, Thus, ‘the éntértdioment will, meet the require-
ments of the revolutlon.

The performance of
plays should be organized deep in the disputed areas or in the vicinity
of the enemy area, The plays should be performed in lapge.groups or small
according to the situation of the local area. This must be studied carefully.

3. Initiation of village ar) entertainment activities:

The (psywar) activities should be initiated among the people. This
is also the main objective at which province entertainment cadre and district
(pqywar) entertainment cells alm.

-~ The {psywar) entertainment activities should be distributed among
the people. This is an imptrtant mission for village cadre.(in addition that
of tc building up the (psywar) entertainment and teenager group). Some
Village cadre should be specifically designated to the above mission, In
each hamlet, there should be a cadre responsible for this mission,

The province cadre group, district and village entertainment cadre
should develop their cultural knowledge of the people, encourage them to
write plays which can be published in time to stir up the pecple.

- Along with the above mission, villages should organize children's
dances, popular entertainment groups and village entertainment groups if
possible, In particular, children's dances should be popularized. Thus,
the entertainment activities can be stirred up in a broad front and this
is the way to break off the enemy plot of herding the people.

i - The entertainment groups in the outskirts should be developed
to become a nmucleus for the entertainment activities and provide entertainment.
in meetings in outskirts and hamlets,

a/ Method of organization (see the April 1566 report of province
sent to districts which requested that districts and villages should study
it carefully in order to gain good resulis in the entertainment activities).
The districts should send cadre to villages to part1c1pate in the motivation
of the people and to study the expierience,

As the enemy air strikes and the artillery fire grows more
fierce day after day, some areas of the people are destroyed. They are
afraid of shelling and bombing, The beginning of the entertqinment activity
campaign will meet difficulties. It demands the resolwve , the resourcefulness
and the ccurage «f the district cadre. The plan should be carried out step
by step. The entertainment act1v1t1u5 should be started from hamlet and
village to district.....

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us should know the method of implementation. The province conducts a
meeting with districts, and the district conducts meetings with villages.
During the meeting, 21l subjects should be studied carefully, Then work
eut a specific plan for the villages for implementatiom., During -she
implementation, all activitics should be reported .ic prowince.

FPropaganda is to be distributed
under several forms: Meectings, leafllets, slogans, through megaphones, along
lines of communications, in strategic hamlcts, on buses and by people
carrying flags rushing into marksts, etC.se.e

— In cities and towns, installatiens should be organized to
prerare propagenda on the policy of the Liberation Front.

— Disguiting a man as a bus passcnger, talking about RVN
conscription, the draft ete... is a good method of making propaganda against
the enemy and increasing hatred toward the enemy.

- In addition to the above, other methéds can be used: Hang
flags, banderols, release dogs or monkeyS bearing names of butrayers,
drift rafts or fly kites carrying leaflets, put leaflets on house tops
so that they will fly all over, etc....

Propaganda mission:

Propaganda cadre should pay particular attention to countering
the enemy propaganda in three areazs, Propaganda theme, form of propaganda
and plan must be consistent with the situation, BReport should be forwarded
to province for timely guidance.
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Explanation should be given to the people, cspecially
children, in three areas not to read but gather and burn 21l enemy leaflets,

Two copies of each enemy leaflet or booklets should be
fouwardcd t o U Propaganda and Training seqtlon for study and counterrplanning,

Formation of Propaganda Cadre)TrainiAg:

There is great shortage of propagenda cadre, -especially in
disputed areas where we have 'to struggle for every inch of land. The absence
of cadre in such areas is a great dlsavwntage to us. Therefore the formation
of cadre is an importent problem, "’ .

The guarrllla force is the one that can be used for successful
propaganda because they struggle and defend the people in a realistic manner.
If all puerrillas are trained to be propaganda cadre, the problem is solved,
They will be assigned civilian proselyting missions in local areas, Training
should be consistant with cach individual. They should be provided with
information bulletins and papers to be used for daily prepaganda. Meetings
should be held to atudy experiences, In addition, people in lecal areas
should be trained to become propaganda cadre, ‘

Propaganda cadre groups operating in disputed areas, especially
the ene in Loc. Du, Trang Bzng, must be given specialized training on a
regular basis to 1mprove their propaganda mission, Mectings should be held
to train them how to stir up hatred toward the enemy, gein confidence, grasp
the situation, and counter entmy Dropaganda and tricks. In weak areas, towns
and cities, installations must be organized, indoctrinated, and stabilized
to carry out the mission properly, Security maintenance is to be sbhserved,
