ENEMY DOCUllCNTS 

Enemy Military Proselyting Section. 

This is to report to you that the slogans 1n 
American and Allied ~orces languages have been 
studied and disseminated to various battalions and 
districts but the result was far from satisfactory 
because our men could not read them and there was 
no One with enough English cape.bility to teach the 
men how to read. 

We have studied the slogans and read the ins­
truction letter but it was to no avail. If we could 
not do it, how could our men? 

Accordingly, we request that further assistance 
be furnished from higher echelons so that we can put 
these slogans to good use. 

We ha.ve had some experiences with the recent Da 
Giang batt Ie: the reason our men were unable to 
capture many Americans alive was because they could 
not appeal them to surrender in their own languages, 
so they shot and killed them all~ 

As regards the military proselyting policy, we 
were unable to comment whether it was a success or 
failure in this battle, because we did not partici­
pat& in it, orders of the military affairs committee 
This alao held true for the critique session. 

The only phase we could follow up is that 
of PCW escort ~ Our men were good. As required by 
the Military Affairs Comnittee. I porsonally conduc­
ted the investigation,. on the enemy situation~ The 
job was well" done. 

The ~os~ concrete evidence is that the kindne~s 
of our men have won over thB -confidence of the 
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prisoners: they WGre without fear and were very 
enthUllia.tic about the cletrency policy of the 
National Liberation Front.
