He stated that there was infommation and
assurances which he wished passed to the American side. The war
in Vietnam was a thing of the past, ha said, and ghould be put
behind all parties. All sides, includiag Vietnam, wants to
develop closer relationships and it behooves them all to be
complately open about the past. Speaking of Tran vVan Quang,
Volkogonov stated that the Vietnamese General was sarving as
Deputy Chief of the Ganeral Staff in June 1872, as documents made
clear., Referring to a report which he held, Volkogonov said
that, unfortunately it had not yet been declassified and could
not, therefors, be turned over.

power,

It has been proved by reality that the rscemt victories of the regu
army ecould nat be separated from the big contributions of cur militiamem,
self-dsfense socrpsmen, ard people, In the fight against an enemy that has
& lot of modern technical means, the role of the militiamen and self-defer
corpsmen not anly does not decreasa, but is greatly developed.

e of the remarkahle achievements of our militiamen and self-defen
carpsmen was to contribute activaly to downing enemy aircraft, to strengtl
our countyy’s antiaireraft fire net. Acaoxding %o incomplete statisties,
militianen and self-defense corpsmen alone have downed thirty U0.S. aire
nainly supersenic jois, with anly infantry guns. Equipped with only oxd
weapons, with very little experiance, ocur militiamen ayd self~defense ca
men have bsen fighting hard and have won in wmany battles against the U.S,
ajrcraft; this vebemently speaks faor their fast progress, However, by a
relying on the number of U.S. sireraeft downed by our militiamen and self.
defense cozrpsmen to evaluate their usefulness in ths antiairsraft work, s
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an evaluation is far from appropriste.

The antiaireraft system crganized in the noxth cansists of many lay-
ers of fire. The fact thst the wilitiamen and self-defense corpsmen widely
taks part in shooting at enemy aircraft provides our antiaircraft fire nat
with both high and low layersi these two Lfire laysrs.overcoma the weakness
of each othex, axd are clossly cocrdinsted with each other in comhat, The
&ir observation system and high-altitude fire power of the regular troops
have inflicted lossaes upom the U.S. air force and have compelled the lattar
to develop a2 low-altitude strilding method in order to maintajn its surprise-
attack qualily and to reduce losses although such a method 3is not what moda
ern aircraft are for. The low layer of fire, provided by the militiamen and
self-defenss sorpsmen, is both difficvlt to detect and very dangercus for
the enemy; it compsls eneny aircraft to fly higher, thus giving our antiair-
craft troops a chance to destroy them,

" The fire power of our mdlitianmen and self-defense corpsmen also Cro=-
ates 2 thick fire net over the wvhale of our country; it greatly reduces ths
high degree of mohility of enemy aircraft. In realily, the latter cammot
move as fast as the militiamen and self-defense corpsmen who are already
there to Lfight them; wherover these aircraft appear, and whenever thay are
dn the rangs of Anfantry guns, they are fired at, and therefers lose the
accuracy of thedr fire power. The fire power ofthe militiamen and self.
defense corpsmer creates favoratle conditions for our antiaircraft troops to
concentrate thelr force, to have mobility in €ighting the enemy, and to de~
ferd the key areas,

The activities af the U.S. air farce are not solely military in cher.
acter; in many cases, the enemy's sireraft flew very low so that the tremen~
dous rosxr of their enginas and their high speed would bend the trees and
shake the houses, thus threataning our paople. The fire net of our militia-
men and self-defense corpsmen defeatad that enemy plot.

Through their own feats of erms, the militiamen and self.-defense corps-
men mads 2 great contribution to lowering the U.S, imperialists' false adr
poster, making our people have more confidancs and speed their production and
combat work.. From the bitter test with the U.S. air foerce appeared tens of
thousards of brave and intelligent men and women of the militia and self-
defense carps, who have the ability to persuade the masses to take part in
the =31l our people shoot at U8, airerafi™ movement—the widest patriotis
fighting movemsnt in the history of our people's antiaggressive fight,

Onxr milditiamen and self-defense corpsmen are ilso the main force that
capture U.S, pllots., Although the commanders of the U.S, aggressive army ds
everything to rescus the pilote who survive, but most of those pilots who
bailed out were captured by owxr peopls. In manmy places, the eilitiamen and
