NARRATIVE SUMMARY

The 1st Notor Transport Battalion performed routine logistical tasks within
the Phu Bai/Task Force X-Ray and Da Nang TAOR during the month of July. The
Battalion traveled 45,069 miles transporting 30,132 troops and 1,123 tons of
cargo.
"B" and "C" Companies of 1st MTBn were instrumental in transporting elements
of the 5th Marine Regiment from the Task Force X-Ray TAOR to An Hoa in the
1st Marine Division TAOR for tactical operations. One (1) Truck Platoon (-)
of "A" Company remains in direct support of the 1st Marines at Can Viet.
