2. ENEMY, WEATHER, AND TERRAIN

as General. Ground contact during the month of Fobruary was light
but shelling incidents, increased considerably. The enemy fired almost
2000 rounds of medium and heavy artillery, mortar, and recoillees rifle
into the A-4 position; while most of the shelling WAS harassing in nature,
the high volumo of dolay-fuzed and point-dotonating 152mm ordnance received

during the last week of February constituted a series of attacks by fire.
Aerial observere reported continued hoavy activity to the north and north-
west of Con Thien, often aa close at 900 meters; this activity included enemy
bunker and trench systems, trail complexes, mortar pits, and storago and living
areas. Obsorvation posts spotted moving lights, vehicles, and convoys in tho
northwest on many occasions during the early part of the month, presumably
proparing the heavy artillery positions which the enemy utilized between the
20th and 27th of the month.

The enomy continued his attempte to analyze the defenses of Con Thien,
breaching the outor wire in several locations and probing the minofield.
Indications are that the enemy has inserted forward observer teams to the
southweat of the position, and that he makee occasional reconnaissanco patrols
into the southeastern and southwestern portions of our Area of operations.

The level of sniping incidents remained high, and harnesing fires by

light mortars increased. The enemy increased his employment of direct and

indirect recoilless riflo fire, with the western and northern observation

posts as his primary targets. Enomy interdiction of traffic along the MSR

prnotically ocased.

Chicu hoi, POW, and agent reports, combined with enemy activity in tho

Kho Sanh aroa, indicated a greatly inoreased enemy armor. capability,

Friendly obsorvation posts observed tracked vehicles on a occasions,

usually to the north of the Ben Hai River. The same intelligence sources
credited the enemy with greater attack-air capability and an increased
disposition to UBÓ both armor and Air.

The following instrusion detection/targot acquisition devices were ob-
tained during the month: eitht (8) now atarlight 800pgs, one (1) c/s weapone
night firing device, one (1) night observation device (NOD), two (2) PPS-5
realar sets, and one (1) wireless acianic intrueion devision (SID). Company
officers, staff NCO and operator teams were schooled on the starlight coope.

Diring md d-February, all three battelione and the headquarters
element of the sofrd NVA Regiment displaced from the Don Thien area to the

anastal plain south of the (hia Viet River. Due to the lack of ground contact,
POW's and chicu hois, it has been impossible to positivoly identify the unit
confronting us to the immediate north, northeast, and northwest of Con Thien.
Units operating near our area of operations are:

(1) 43th Regiment; 320th NVA Division, with an estimated strength of
2.500 men. Last verified report WAS at YD 1259 on 2 Feb 60.

(2) 270th Regiment, 324B, NVA Division, strength unknown. Last veri-
fied report was YD 1673 on 15 Feb 68.

(3) 27 th Independent Battalion, with an estimated strength of 315.
Last verified report was YD 1861 on 4 Dec 67.

(4) 164th Artillery Regiment, strength unknown. Last verified report
was YD 0672 on 17 Feb 68.

(5) 54th Artillery Regiment, strength unknown, Located northwost of
Cam Lo as of 15 Feb 68.

d. Weather and Terrain.

(1) Weather. During February, the almost constant overcast, fog,
and drizzlo impeded our interdiction of enemy activity by observed air and

artillery strikps, Low ceilings prevented fixed-wing air from ongaging
enemy artillery positions onlala but a few days. Rainfall was light, traf-

ficability rentinod good and friendly ground operations were hot affected by
weather.

(2) Terrain. Vegetation once bulldozed under or stunted by defolm
1ant has begun to reappear, noticeably along the flanks of the MSR; otherwise
no change.

3. Organisation end Operations

as General. The battalion continued to fulfill the mission of maintaining
the defengo of Con Thien during February. Patrol activity was increased, to
include longer Company-sized patrols and more night patrols and ambushes.

DOE teams and electronic gensor devices were utilized extensively to aid in
detecting the enery's presence in the buttalion no. Increased operations in-

cluded, also, two joint operations with adjacent units. On 17 February the

buttalion deployed two companies plus a command group for two days and one

night in support of 1st Bn, 4th Marinea. On 16 February one Company plus a
command group deployed in support of 3rd Bn, 3rd Marines.

6. CIVIC ACTION/CIVIL AFFAIRS

During the month of Fobruary the activities of this section have been
directed toward the siting of rofugoes. Approximately ninety per-cent of
the refugcos have como from the city of Iluo or hamlets in that vicinity.
Lt the present timo approximately 10,000 rofugees are living on the grounds
of & Catholio Church in Thuy Phuong, at Coordinates YD 819183.

On 6 Fobruary 1968, lieison was made with the 29th Civil Affairs Pla-

toon, U. S. Army. It was at this time that the church grounds at Thuy
Pauong was designatod as a Refugoe Center for thoso Victnemoso made home-
less by the recont Communist Offonsive. Our major conorns have boen the
conter itsolf and assisting the rofugeos whonover possible. Activities are
also conducted in this area by the 3rd Motor Transport Battalion and FLSG.

The major concern within the contor was to provido medical assistance
for the refugoos. MEDCAPS wore hold whenover possible. The majority of people
treated wero treated for hostilo wounds. OF thosa, seventeen (17) wore evac~
united to A-MED, Phoz Bai for further treatment. Attempts were also medo to
obtain Cholera immmization shots. Because of the unsenitary condition of
the Refugeo Center, there was a constant opidemic threet. In an attempt to

improve the sanitation conditions two (2) honds were installed at the conter.

A dooronac in the number of refugees at tho center was noticed during
the letter part of the month. The Catholic Nums at the center informed this
section that tho people had begun to movo brok into city of Huo. However
thore is still much work to be done in this erea. Supplies are needed bodly
and oil possible offorts are boing mado to obtain them.
