After the explanation of Danta ama, the Battalien Santa Claus ave glite to
each child of Phone Dae. After the children received their gift, a gift was
given to each adult from the hamlet. This was a much more successful program
than U:, Sampan Flest program. About 250 chiliren received one gift each
and about 100 adults also received gifts.

Lastly the dependent housing area of Bes Can was visited by the Battalian
Santa Class - 25 Des 65. 150 Children received gifts and about 75 families
received seep, teethpaste and teeth brushed. This program was the meetsucces:fu though the mallest. This was due to the organization of the
people by the Hea Cam personnal.

Overall the people in all three areas were very receptive to the Marinesand where Santa Clause was explained to them they responded very ap recistively.The program was a great success.

At (056714) one-hundred and

thirty-five were treated, on the 23rd. On the 24th at (040725) a total

of seventy-eight villagers were treated. Thirty-six (36) children, thirty

(30) female adults, and twelve (12) male adults. On the 25th at (040725)

a total of forty-four villagers were treated. Twenty-seven children,

thirteen (13) female adults and four (4) male adults.

Clothes and candy from our Civil Affairs supply and candy and cookies

donated by troope, were distributed at a Catholic Orphanage at coordinates

(036723).
