l. Each rifle company was assigned a eivil sffairs team oconsidting

of three Marines and a Bospital Corpsman. The eivil affairs teams
administered medical aid to 511 villagers (53 men, 79 women, 379
children) and also distributed 271 vitamins., The civil affairs teams
also issued 3950 bars of soap to the people explaining to them the
necessity of washing frequently and the effeot washing has in deterring
many infections and sores.

2. Loudspeakers and interpreters were effectively used %o explain to
the villagers the purpose of the Marines' presence and to elfsit their
cooperation. The oivil affairs teams also diatributed 891 Psywar pam-
phlets and posters throughout the area.

3. Between 12 and 17 January a total of 56 refugees were evacguated
from their hamlets because it was their desire to leave the VC cone
trolled arca. UThirty villagors were evacuated to DAI 1OC Distriet
while twenty villagers were evacuated to DANANG on 17 January.

(1) The Ath Marines Preventative Medicine Team returned to Ky
Sanh (BT 4704) to continue the curvey on the unknown disease that caused
the death of three children. The results of thissurvery are not known yet.

(2) T™e interpreter problem mentioned in enclosure (2) has been
solved for the present.

(3) The CAO investigated the incident reported to Shove I by
telephone at 261915H conoerning the rape of Phau Thi Nho, & 2% year old
VYN female, which ccoured between the hours of 1600 and 1700 on 26 January
(BT 4880400, The Viilage of Sanh (BT 4704), where the girl was taken for
wedical treatment by Navy Corpsmen attached to a Marine patrol from 1/4,
was visited by the CAO, There, the Village Chief and Police Chief aided
in obtaining a VN witness to the incident who subsequently identified two
Msrines from 2/7 ss the offenders,

With the consent of the victim, two corpsmen (HM% STANFCRD and AM3
iANSER) examined her physical condition and determined thatshe had definitely
been beaten and raped. The victim had been kicked in the head and side
and there was physioal indication that rape had been conmumated. It was
algo detcrmined that the woman was about two months pregnant. The CAC
vigited the woman, who wae in hysterieal conditiom, at the Viliage Aid
Station, expreased the anologies of the Commond, maede token retribution
of two blankcts and 600 piasters, and air evacuatad the victim tn the VN
hospital in Uuang Ngal. Appropriate apologies were expressed to the
woman's family and her mother accovpanied her with the air evao.
