These commodities are used
for fuel, repairs, fodder and in some cases fertilizer.

5. The following is a recapitulation of our efforts to assist the recuperation
of our 14 year old adopted girl.

(a) Amount of cash spent to date for medical assistance and personal
items $450.00 US. This sum was contributed by the members of this command
not merely to assist the child in question but also went toward the support
of her grandmother and the refugee family who is oaring for her.

(b) We went to considerable expense to locate her family eto when
official channels were unable to reap any results.

(c) Perhaps some mention of this case could be made in the consolidated
Civic Action reports since a good deal of time and effort and expense went
into the initiation and continuation of this project.

6. A case of "Bubble Bath" was presented to the village chief of Phong Le II
for distribution to the inhibantants of the village.

7. Our medical efforts are being severely ourtailed because our February
Medical Requisition has not yet been filled.

8. The efforts of our Medical Contact Team are being favorably received.
