The
only net which offers this is the conduot of fire net being used by the
battalion which the AO is to supporte. Due to the limitation of many air-
oraft P capavilities (30.0 to 51,9 me band width tuned in 186kc steps)
it is not always possible tc DO this.

Regcmmepdations It is recommended that when planning communioction
ope.ating i struotions oonsideraticn be given 10 sssigning artillery conduct
o fire nets within the 30.0 to 51.9 mo band in 100 ko sieps whenever pos-
sible,

es Iltem: Testing of Batteries

s Many dry cell batteries with owrrent dates and lot
nunbers are not acceptable for use in items of communication equipment dup
to low or noc voltage.

Regommendstions It is standard procedure to test dry cell batteries
prior to issuing and it is imperative that all dry cell dbatteries bde tested
by an sccepted method prior toc issue regaxdless of date or lot. This test-
ing prevents issuing of bad batteries when ocommunioations depend entirely
on battery power. The accepted method of testing is the T8 183/U tester
or its equivalent.

This procedure should be adhered to dus to prevailing condstions in
Vietnam that cause sdverse effects upon dry cell batteries and rendar them
useless for operation of radios, telephones and switch boarda.

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On 21 July 1967, a motoxr convoy was organised to move a battery of
175q:. guns to the vicinity of the KHi BANH base from CiM. J. J. CARROLL.
Compeny ¥, 3d Battalion, 3d Marines, the resident infmtwy unit at the
Ci LU outpost, wns directed to :ruvide security for a mine swesp teanm
from the 11th Rngineer Battalion as they swvept Houte 9 between Ci LU and
she »Olir KHO Bridge (XD 92042C).

In the late morning of the 2lat as the convoy wis moving weat from
CA LU, the »UiG KHO Bridge, with its security of Marines from the lst
Battalion, 26th Marines was attacked by small arme and 82mm mortar fire.
ihis necessitated the tumm around of the convoy and it moved back to Ca
L0 to await furthexr insiructions.

After a hrief fight, the enemy broke contact from the bridge at a-
vout noon in the fa0® of air strikes and artille-y. At about 1400, the
CaUs 3d Marines directed 3/3 to sweep and clear the highway agmin from
the bridge sastward to Ca Li.

At 8bo.t 1420 the swecp team, along with a meinforced squad from the
24 platoon of Company M, left the . UNG XKiO Bridge, working eastward,
Simul tenecusly, the¢ remainde:. of the 2d platoon laft CA LU, moving west-
ward along Houte 9 to link up with the aweep unit. BHadio oontact be-
tveen the two units wvas losi almost immediately due to the irregularii-
ies of the texrrain, It was learned lmter that vhen Compeny M's fire right
started, th swvecping unit turned aro nc and moved back tc the B.NG KHO

he 28 platoon (=) of X company, upon reeching (Xl 9684:4), received
3 pniper rounds from the high groumd north of the highway in the vioinity
of XU 954428. The lead aquad quickly deplayed and attacked up a loag fin-
ger, lendisg to the high griund, and killed one of the snipers.

the particular finger on wvhich the platoon was deployed, was slight-
1y lower than other fingers sast and vest of it. Shortly after the brief
gontact with ihe snipers the platoon stirted receiving small axas fire
from the high grownd to its west, north, and east.

shis initial oontact was with an estimated enemy platoon. The enemy
rushed in more troops to the area anu the platoon was soon faoing & bat-
#c1ion size force which wae de loyed in the shape of an enlongmted horse-
shoe (see sketch), and enoircled the 2¢ platoon. The preponderence of
the anemy's forces wexres an the high ground to the north of the highway
and snipers were in the tree line on the south side of the Riviere de
QUANG FRI. ChiCem Z-1C antispersonnel mines snd directional mirnes wers
employed on both sides of the road; just eff the shoulders. The mines
were conspicusvaiy aot camcullaged and were rig-ed with trip wires so as

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to be detonated by troops hastil; teking cover of the road, as troops
would do if ambushed while riding in wvehicles.

At this time the platoon was oxdered to break contact behind art-
illery fire, and olese aix support was summoned. However, the pla toon
was encircled and pinned down by the rapidly growing eneay force.

The rems inder of Company M was then quickly sent to the aid of its
2d platoon. The company fought its way through the ememy forces with
the aid of two Me4@ tanks and an M-55 quad 50, The unit's 60ma mortars
wvare put in action from the north bank of the river, Almost immediatsly
Ahe company oame under attack by 82mm morturs, receiving s total of a~
bout 200 rounds from three different positions (XD 941438), (XD 951453),
and (XD 967438), 2 to 3 tubes at each location.

The enemy mortar fire walked down the finger vhere the 24 platoom
was deployed, went across the road to the river bank, and searched and
traversed back and forth along the river bank from XD 967432 to XD 972432,
It appeared that the ememy gunners were attempting to silence Company M's
60mn mortars, which displaced three times during the attack and managed
to st:iy one step ahead of the enmzy buants. Amasingly fev friendly cas-
ualties vere sustained in the mortar attaock.

‘he enemy mortsr position at XD 967438 was destroyed by sn air
strike and the other two positions were silenced.

Meanwhile, the lst platoon wms orie:ed to maneuver westward along
the northern bank of the river, exsss the road mnd attack northward along
the 2d platoon's western flank, sc ihat the beleagured unit ocould be with-
drawn.

As the lst platoon attacked aoross to the north side of the road, it
met heav. resistanoe from small arms and grsnades, overcoming the eneny
by ageressive, close combat, and the 1lst and 2d platoons joined and com-
nenced the evacuation of casualties to the sast,.

The withdrawal was covered by a heavy volume of fire from two N-42's
(dual 40mm SP) and the M=55 (quad .50) md air strikes were conducted a-
gainst the enemy's positions on Eill 247 (XD 952432). The tank seotion
noved forward and took the tree line south of the river under fire vwith
cannister shot,

As soon as the oasuslties were placed aboard wehicles and littexs,
the occmpany broke out of the trap and attscked eastwaxd along the rad
with the Me42's leading, and M=55 in the center of the column. The tanks

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brought up the rear, delivering maximm fires into the ensmy's positions.
Enemy fire dvindled as the air sirikes were intensified in the ares of
the heaviest contast. Sniper fire was received from bdoth north and south
of the company as it moved from XD 97€43% eastward to about XD 982435y
firing then ceased and the company arrived back at CA LU at approximately
200CH,

The enemy unit encountered wis an estimated battalion of ¥VA troops
with some VC, possibly guides, with them: & platoon commancer reported
hearing at least two UsSe M~2 automatis carbines firing, and he sawv one
U.Se carbine. At least one ensmy coldier was killed while trying %o
destroy a bridge at XD 955428 (not shown on map) vith a satchel chexge.
The enemy were vearing khaki uniforme made of coarse, ocsnvas-like material,
soft, khaki covers, and "Ho Chi Mirh" semdals. 3

This action, which at times developed int: serveral small, violent
hand to hand clashes, resulted in 24 ememy confirmed killed and 30 pro=-
bably killec.

A subsequent battalion (-} search and destroy operation through the
oontact area revealed 2 large hase camps, completis with cook buakers,
and fighting holes/bunkers that could house an NVA regiment, (See sketoh) .
An enemy observation point was discovered at XD 971429. Communication ~ire
ran from the OF south to the river, was weighted down v th baskets of rocks
to hold the wire on the river bed. The vire led north to a bridge at XD
972433 (also not shown an map), went under the bridge end up a drav to a
bomb orater on the ridge in the vieinity of XD 965436, The wire ended in
the crater.,

Other communieation wire was found vhich oonnected fighting positions
and command post areas., (See sketch).

‘he ines were strung on Loth sides of the highway for about 2,(:0
meters from X0 952427 to XD 966420, Most of the mines vere the ChiCom
Cleymore type mines end 2-10's. However, between (Xp 952427) ma (XD 964
4.8), there were several rigged stick grenades. The density of the mines
was ona every 3+-30 meters. Five mines were found at (X 9504:8). Some
of the mines were olearly marked by stones placed in an arrow pattern
pointing to the mines, or by s aeries of 10 stones placed in a row. Ome
arti-tank mine was found on the southern shoulder of Route 9 at (XD 960429).

Company M did mot get int. the killing zone of the eneay's planned
ambush. The killing zone was obviously marked with series of 105am oan-
