On 7 October 1965 
a Tam Ky SOIe Agent B/2 reported Phi Truong K/54 and K/55 were engineer shops 
producing grenades, mines and e:lq:llosives. 'rhey also do 1st echelon weapons 
repair. Each Phi Truong has 100 workers. Phi Truong K/53 is Comrn.anded by 
Tran Ba, however, all rice and economical transactions are handled by Pbam Van Que. 
Judging by the amotUrt of rice that is taken in oompared to what is given out it 
is assumed that this unit is a supply unit. Also to further this assumption, 
there are receipts of where Que had distributed rice to smaller units. The Phi 
Truong K153 also deals with weB.pons as one dOC'Ulllent is a request to all agencies 
to give Phsm Van Que any assistance while he is enroute to pick up weapons. 
Also included in these documents were clothing and equipment issue receipts. A 
Typjcal recoi,:Jt listed tl1asa: field pack, palanquin net, nylon blanket, canteen, 
belt, 1 uniform, 1 set. pajal1cs, 1 raincoat. Recruiting for the K/53 is done 
Cong Eanh. He gets men from the' local villages. From this area two men from 
Ky Xuan DT 490100, Dinh Tri and Huynh Hanh have joined the K/53. The following 
is a list of personnel that were: included in the docu::i1ents.
