During the period 1-31 December 1967, the 2~d Battalion, 5th ~nes 
continued under the di.rect operational control .of the 1st Marine Division. 
'D'le 51h MRrines operated intensively wi thin ti;u:tirTAOR :in Q;uang NaJIl Prov­
:ince wi 1h both the 1st Battalion and 3rd BattlUion of the Regiment end 
with the continued operational control of ~e 2nd Battalion,. 3rd Marines 
until 23 December 1967 when the. 1st :B1\ttal.~()n moved north to ~ua tieD . 
Provinoe. rthe 1st Battalion immedia.tely b~ga..n development of a. battalion 
assemblY' M'ea in l?hu Loo District as they commenced offensive opera.tions 
a.ga.inet the enemy ~s '!:he in! tial phase.ot Opera.tion Checkers which is to 
ul tima tely resul t in the relocation ot tile entire regiment in 'D'lua 'nlien 
Province. 

'lhe 3rd Ba.ttelion, 2nd Brigade, ROKMC a.ssumed tile missions a.nd 'the 
TAOR of -the 1st B~ttalion and continued operatione in tha.t area in close

Operation Auburn commenced on 28 December ahd initiaily involved only· 
the 3rd Battalion command group and three companies of the 5th }Za.rines a.s 
part of a blocking force for a s\veep by four ARVN battalions. The . 
operation, held to the south o:f the Regimental TAOR in the Duy Xuyen area 
saw the second Narine company to be helilifted into the blocking area come· 
under heavy fire from two well-fortified enemy hamlets situated behind the 
area. to be blocked. A fourth rifle. company was committed and as c~bat 
increased and the· need for b/orilaneuver battalion elements became apparent 
the command group·of the 2nd Battalion was placed under the operational 
control of the regiment commanding two of its companies already under 
regimental control. The Commanding Officer, 5th 11a.rines assumed control 
o:f both battalions in the field and at the month's end the second of the 
enemy fortified areas was under attack. 

During the month of December the regiment maintained intensive small 
unit patrols and ambushes within the TAOR with emphasis on cover~e of 
the pbrtion of the rocket belt. which surrounds the Da Nang vital area. 
Additionally the regiment continuously maintained contingenoy reaction 
forces to respond to enemy threats on the Quang Nam PrQvince capital at 
Hoi An, three· district capitals and numerous Oombined Aotion Company 
sites and other military installations within the TAOR. 

Friendly lines of communications through the.TAORwere secured by ~ 
small unit activity, reaction forces, and daily mine sweeps of the roads 
at first light. Complementing this Has an intensive program of denial of 
the ,vaterl.lays to the enemy through patrol and ambush aotivity and the use 
of 34 airborne obse~~ation missions utilizing supporting arms. In all, some 
65 boats were· destroyed and 10 boats damaged. An additional six boats 
were ·destroyed during a company river sweep operation in the 3rd Battalion 
TAOR \vhich utilized infantry troops and scout dog teams on the river banks .. 
\,rorking closely '1ith boat-supported swimmer teams from the 1st Reconn-
aissance Battalion in the water.

Noxmal operations within the TAOR were supported, 
logistically during the month of December through both surface means and 
helicopter. Logistic support of ,Operation Auburn was accomplished from 
the stock levels of the 3rd :B&ttalion at a temporary Logistics Support 
Area established vlithin their CPo This LSA provided tor delivery of 
supplies by helicopters and included helicopter support team personnel 
from 1st Shore Party Battalion and a Clearing Platoon from 1st Medieal 
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Battalion. Supplies issued by the 3rd Battalion LSA ~7cre reimbursabie 
by Force Logistics Command. 

The move of the 1st Battalion~ 5th Marines from their location , 
Nitpin the Regimental TAOR to their neH area of responsibility near Phu 
Loe was effected as the initial phase of Operation Cheelters which is to 
ultimately result in the movement of the entire regiment to a. location 
in Thua Thien Province. The advance party of the 1st Battalion, con­
sisting of two rifle companies and battalion command group, moved by 
motor convoy on 23 December with the main body rollo~1ing in three 
inc~ements on 26, 27 and 29 December. The 1st Battalion, 5th Marines 
CP "Tas occupied by the 3rd Battalion t 2nd Brigade p RO:Kl{C. 

The 1st Battalion, 5th Marines immediately began development of their 
nc\'r assembly aroa. Tho access road to the new position fran Route One at 
Fhu Loc is .able to accomodate tractor.trailer and 10\1-boy' traffic. 
Immediate liaison was effected with FLSG-ALPHA to institute prOmpt. 
logistics support for the 1st Battalion, 5th Marines and also the rest of 
tho 5th Marines upon completion of thQir mov~. 

Reconstruotion viaS completed of the Ha Dong and Tu COou bridges 
within the regimental TAOR allowing them to accomodate sixty ton traffio. 
The bridge reoonstruction results in providing a Class 60 road linking 
the -5th Marines CJ? with both those of the 2nd Battalion, 5th Harines and 
the 3rd Battalion, 5th Marines. Additionally considerable brush cutting 
was oompleted along the roads. 

Tho new mul tipurposo barge and 35 hp motor was tuico tested by tho 
1st Battalion, 5th t·ia.rinos in operational shakedowns. The bargo pcrfonncd 
well carrying up to sixteen fully equipped Marines. Tho barge vTaS 

. demonstrated to be hand loaded on an M-35 truck ",ith the assistnnce of 
eight mon. 

The Ml6El rifles of the 1st Battalj,on wore' replaced '.'lith chrome 
chambered weapons "lith the! remaining battalions soon to follo\'r wit. 
Tho nO~T weapons ,"oro test-fired and . sighted-in on known distanco rn.ngcs 
by the Harines to whom they were issued.
