Personnel strengths increased sharply during the period due to the effort o:f 
the 1st Marine Division and the 1st Marine Regiment to equalize the number of 
personnel to be rotated from the Battalion each month •. Approximately 95% of 
the officers and men in the Battalion had RTD's during February 1967 ·at the . 
beginning of the period. At the close of this period, the number of personnel 
to be rotated during Februar,y 1967 had been reduoed to 80%. During the period 
covered; no critical shortages of personnel existed. 

e. Significant Events 

(1) On 15 April, the S-1 section displaced from the 1st Marine CP Area, 
to Hill 69 Complex formerly occupied by the 2nd Battalion, 4th Marines. Due 
to lack of transportation the S-l Section experienced some difficulty in 
getting their supplies and equipment moved to the new area and thus some dif­
ficultieswere encountered in getting the personnel section in full opera~ion. 

(2) During the period the Ba.ttalion partic:i.pate·d in Operation ''Wyoming''. 
The companies participating left an administrative rear echelon to handle 
routine administrative matters. The Battalion 8-1 section remained in the 
rear except for one NCO who was assigned to the Battalion Command Group for 
Casualty Reporting.
