NARRATIVE SUMUARY

The "Black Knights" continued the Crusade during the .onth of Octo-
ber, once again leading darine Aircraft Group 13 in all catagories in-
cluding total sorties flown, total combat sorties flown and tons of
ordnance expended. Again, this accomplishment was made possible through
the espirit de corps exhibited by all :lack.Knights. )

Flying time for the month was again reduced from the the level of
previous months, primarily due to the reduction in enemy activity. A
total of LLS scrties were flown of which 4Ol were combat missions. A
total of 780.8 tons of ordnance was accurately delivered on targst re-
sulting in the BDA shown in Part III.
