58 1400 196th, TOC, A CIDG recaptured by the name of Hung, joined the CIDG at DaNang RVN in March 1968 (exact date unk).  
Hung went to CIDG training camp near Kham Duc.  After joining the CIDG in DaNang, he rec’d training at this camp for 
approx 1 month before it was attacked by VC/NVA forces.  When the camp was attacked, the camp asked for 
reinforcements.  After watching one gunship going down in flames, the defenders decided they would join forces w/US 
and Army forces at Kham Duc. An ARVN 2d LT named Fnu Loi was in command of evading CIDG forces.  But he could 
not read a map and the entire group became lost, also 1 American doctor or medic with this group.  When the CIDG 
elements left for Kham Duc there were approx 20 men.  After being lost for 6 or 7 days they were hit by a B-52 strike at 
approx 0630H.  The group split up at this time.  When they regrouped after the air strike, there were only 12 men and 8 
or 9 of them were wounded.  Hung was also wounded and all of the men had lost their wpns.  Hung did not know what 
had become of the other 8 men including the American doctor.  After the air strike, the men started walking down the 
main road in that area and were captured by 3 armed NVA soldiers at approx 1200H.  The 3 NVA soldiers took their 
captives into the mountains for 2 or 3 days, they just walked around.  The apparent motive was to make their captives 
lose their sense of direction.  They were captured according to a VC document on the 10th of May 1968.  After spending 
2 or 3 days in the mountains they returned to the US Army base camp (Kham Duc), although the base camp was 
destroyed by air strikes, the NVA now occupied the base camp.  The captured CIDG men were guarded by 7 to 8 NVA at  
times.  They spent one night at the Kham Duc base camp.  Hung gave the strength of the NVA forces in the base camp 
at this time to be approx 200-300.  The captives stayed at the Kham Duc base camp one night.  They were resupplied 
and left under guard at 0500H the next morning.  They spent 4 days in the mountains with their NVA guards and then 
were turned over to the VC Montangard guerrilla forces.  The Montangards took the 11 captives and left Hung behind 
because he was wounded too badly to keep up.  Hung stayed in the area with the local people to recover from his 
wounds.  He does not know the amount of time he spent at this location, he believes it was over 20 days.  When he got 
well enough to travel, 2 VC took him on a 2 day journey.  At the end of the 2 days the VC took him across a river and 
pointed out the way to Que Son and released him.  The VC gave him a release paper at this time dated 30 June 1968, 
which is still in his possession.  Hung started out for Que Son.  He stopped to ask some people on the road the way to 
Que Son, they told him it would be better to go to Son Loc to get assistance.  When he arrived in Son Loc he met 2 
interpreters wearing Americal patches.  They told him they did not have a place for him to stay but arranged for him to 
stay with the people for one night.  The next morning a helicopter came to the village and picked him up.  The helicopter 
took him to a hill (possibly LZ Center) where he rec’d medical treatment.  An unidentified American Captain gave him 
another helicopter ride.  He arrived at LZ Baldy at approx 1400H 2 July and was debriefed by CI personnel upon his 
arrival.  Hung was never indoctrinated, beaten, or harmed in any way by the VC/NVA.  He desires to report back to his 
old unit in DaNang as soon as possible for medical treatment and return to duty.  SF LNO working to get him back to 
DaNang, passed to C Co, 75th SF by CPT Henderson 1530H.
