Redesignated 3 August 1861 as C0mpany E, 1st Cavalry 

(Cavalry companies of officially designated as roops in 1883) 

(1st Cavalry assigned to 15th Cavalry Division December 1917 - May 
l918; assigned to 1st Cavalry Division 20 August 1921 - 3 January 1933) 

Reorganized and redesignated 16 January 1933 as Company E, 1st 
Cavalry, Mechanized 

Reorganized and redesignated 15 July 1940 as Company E, 1st 
Armored Regiment, an element of the 1st Armored Division 

Disbanded 20 July 1944 at Bolgheri, Italy 

Reconstituted and redesignated 27 February 1951 as Company B, 100th 
Tank Battalion, an ele_ment of the 1st Armored Division 

Activated 7 March 1951 at Fort Hood, Texas 

Inactivated 15 February 1957 at Fort Polk, Louisiana, and relieved 
from assignment to the 1st Armored Division 

Redesignated 15 April 1966 as Troop E, 1st Cavalry 

Activated 1 July 1966 in Hawaii and assigned to the 11th Infantry
