It can be called legal insurance and it is offered 
dally hy legal assistance officers the world over. 

This insurance comes in the form of qualified, 
professional advice to help you understand wills, 
mortgages. sales contracts, powers of attorney, tax 
problems-the whole range of civil legal matters 
that might give you trouble or raise questions in 
your mind. 

'Phe legal assistance officer is an attorney whose 
job is to act as your legal adviser and consultant. 
He will give you the -tdvice you seek to keep your 
personal affairs in gooa order. 

He won't advise on criminal matters, nor will he 
represent you before a civil court. If your problem 
requires the services of a civilian lawyer, he can 
refer you to civilian legal advisers or legal aid 
bureaus through cooperating bar associations. 

He can't advise you concerning . court - martial 
investigations or charges and he won't be your 
-collection agent or process server. 

But he will give you the benefit of many years of 
'Intensive study and training to keep you out of 
trollble when you have a legal problem. (AFNB)

Cam Ranh Bay (USAF)­

(one who studies snake.s) and

Th. snakes, all packed in 
ir>d, v dual bot 1<5 fliled with 
formald,hyde, are used by 
the Cam R .nh Bay veterinary

purpose. 
When a dog on patrol Is 

bitten by a rep ' i1e, Its han­
dler rarely knows l;h~ exact 
species. But when the handler 
compares the size, color and 
char acteristics of the reptile 
against the collection at the 
Air Police kennels, Identifi­
cation can be made and the 
proper antlvenom adminis-
tered. . 

uThe most common poison­
ous snake around here is the 
Russel's Viper," says Sergeant 
Baker. "If on .. of our dogs is 

blttl!n by the viper, we im­
mediately administer an anti­
venom. OUf d.Jgs 3re also 
attacked by nonpoisonous 
snakes, but the dog handlers 
get excited not kno wing the 
snake is harmless." 

Sergeant Baker, a member 
of the 12th USAF Hospital, 
has some of the deadlhst 
snakes In the world, including 
the king cobra, yellow-bellied 
sea snake and v o+rious other 
vipers. He also has jJrs filled 
with scorpions, sun spiders 
and lizards. 
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Veterinary Hospital 
Returns Dogs To Duty 

Saigon (MACV)- Treat 
and rtlurn to action - not 
men, but the war dogs of 
Vietnam - is the p;oal of the 
936th Veterinary Detachment 
H. spital at Tan Son Nhut. 

The detachment hospital 
provides care for scout and 
sentry do~ both of which 
are used by the military. 
Scout dogs 3re used primarily 
for tracking, and the sentry, 
which is the most aggressive, 
is used for gunrd.type duty. 
BO'h types 01 dogs are Ger­
man Shepards. 

With a capacity for 50 
degs, the ho'"'pital, manned 
by two veterinarians and 12 
v~terin"ry technicians, treats 
60 cases a week ranging 
fro m skin conditions to 
battle wounds. The majority 
of the case influx come from 
the Second and Fourth Corps. 

HDiffi.:ulties in caring for 
the dogs s tern from the 
ani mal s' personalities" re .. 
marked Captain Jerry Joeriing, 

excutlve officer of the veter.· 
inary detachment. "Speaking 
of personalites, our person­
ality dog at the hospital is 
Rex, the old soldier. He hall' 
donated blood seven times. 
during operations and per­
formed in sentry dog demon­
strations. 

"Rabies hasn't bren a.. 
problem in Vietnam," he' 
added. "The dogs are ~Iven 
shots that are good for three 
years and to be safe we give­
them once a year." 

General care and treatment 
in the field is administered 
by veterinary technicians. One. 
technician is assigned to a­
platoon of dogs. Bought by the· 
Army from CIvilian sources,.. 
the average working IOU of a. 
dog Is eight years. 

To prevent heat stroke,. 
new dogs brought In from 
CONUS are given a 10 daY" 
climate aCC1ilstoming period 
before going 0" duty.
