Write to your Congressman! Write to your Senator! How often have you heard this exhortation? How often 
have you responded? 

A situation exists in Congress where a letter from you can be of great value. While communist power increases 
dramatically, both within the U.S.A. and throughout the external world, the campaign to destroy all agencies 
that investigate the activities of the subversives is nearing complete success. The Subversive Activities Control 
Board and the House Committee on Internal Security no longer exist and the F. B.I. and the C.I.A. are attacked 
and shackled. The Senate Internal Security Subcommittee is threatened with extinction.

Write also to your own Senators and urge them to do all they can to assure full funding of the subcommittee. Send 
a copy of your letters to Senator James Eastland, Chairman, Senate Judiciary Committee, Senate Office Building, 
Washington, D.C. 20510.
