Amidst the revelry, it was noticed that
one member seemed pensive and somewhat unenthusiastic. Another member asked him:

What's the trouble, Comrade? Are you not overjoyed that we have now conquered
the world?

Yes, of course;

You don't show much enthusiasm;

| am somewhat perplexed. Where will we get our food now ?

After enjoying the laughter and cheering this story elicits, | suddenly realized that it is bleak
humor indeed. It should cause weeping rather than laughter. It draws attention to the fact that
communist world conquest would result in massive food shortages and widespread starvation.
Couple this realization with the overwhelming evidence that the communists are conquering the
world, and we have an appalling situation indeed.

The communists could coordinate the food shortage with one of their important programs--the
liquidation of the bourgeoisie. Need | say more ?

All our energies should be devoted to preventing communist conquest. | have little patience with
programs to deal with the situation once the communists have sejzed power. This is truly a situation
where an ounce of prevention is preferable to a ton of cure.

The time for sacrifice is now. Study to attain knowledge and equip yourself to speak to groups at
schools, churches, clubs, and in your homes; write letters and articles for publication; call radio
and talk shows; give till it hurts; pray without ceasing.
