If you are an interested individual, unaffiliated with 
an organization and/or paper, we ask that you send us ~6.oo 
a year to cover postage. 

Establishment ne~spapers who receive CPS should also 
pay $6.00 a 'year to cover our postage costs, plus remit 

payment for items actually reprinted, in accordance with 
whatever fee scales they may have set for such usage.
