WHAT is it? 

LIBERTY LOBBY is a pressure group for 
patriotism-the only lobby registered with Con­
gress which is wholly dedicated to the advance­
ment of governmental policies based on our 
Constitution and Conservative principles. 

WHY was it organized? 

Because in 1955 a group of Conservative 
leaders realized that although there were preS3urc 
groups existing for every minority group interest 
imaginable, there was none set up for the purpose 
of reversing the dangerous trend toward socializa­
tion internally and to defeat the insidious effort 
to weaken our resistance to international Com­
munism. 

HOW does it operate? 

From initial introduction to final action, all 
important legislative measures in Congress are 
closely followed. Subscribers are kept fully in­
formed of current legislation through the monthly 
newsletter, Liberty Letter, and are given specific 
suggestions as to how they can influence the 
outcome by writing their congressmen. 

In addition to coordinating grass-roots pressure 
on a given issue, LIBERTY LOBBY prepares 
and presents testimony in behalf of its subscribers 
before the committce of Congress which is study­
ing the bill. LIBERTY LOBBY tirelessly main­
tains daily contact with Members of Congress 
concerning the legislation, attempting to persuade 
them to vote in the best interest of their con­
stituents. In addition, LIBERTY LOBBY carries 
on a continuing campaign to get every voter to 
use his personal influence, both at the polls and 
through contact with his congressional representa­
tives. Voting records are prepared regularly, re­
porting the votes of al1 members of Congress on 
key issues.
