She looked like a sweet old 
lady you'd expect to find in 
her rocker, telling Bible stories 
to her grandchildren. But 
Mary Harri. Jone. had the na­
tion's 19th~century robber 
barons squirming under their 
top hat •. 

She started unions, ran 
strikes, fought for prison re~ 
form, helped found the IWW, 
supported the Mexican Revo .. 
Iution, and spent weeks at a 
time in jail. But she never lost 
her ability to laugh at herself, 
never ceased being critical of 
the causes to which she was 
committed. On one occasion. 
a. her lOOth birthday ap­
proached. she was in troduced 
to a college audience as !fa 
great humanitarian." IINo!" 
Mother Jones roared. ''I'm a 
heU .. raiser!H
