


NTS, founded in 1930 by Russian emi· 
gre students in Europe, first penetrated 

USSR in 1934; greatly accelerated its 
operations during and after World War II. 
It is now the organized force for freedom 
among the Russian people, 

NTS political programadvocates a repre­

sentative form of government, based on 
the intrinsic worth of the Individual and 
his fights and responsibilities in a freely 
organized society. 

Membership includes a cross-section of 
major ethnic and national groups of 

Russia on both Sides of the Iron curtain, 
chiefly in the 20-40 age group. 

International headqu.lr1ers in Frankfurt

The NTS printing plant in Germany pro· 
duces folders, booklets, underground 
newspapers, magazines, books-often 
disguised as faCSimiles of Soviet publica· 
tlons dlstnbutp.d by Ingenious u'lder· 
gr'ound means and by Soviet personnel 
returnIng from satellite courtries to USSR. 

Soviet cItizens abroad- men-bers of de:e· 
gatlor's, tourists. sailors, troops-are per, 
sona:!), cortacted t;y NTS members and 
often seek such contacts Among 5,000 
such mtervlews curing a year, about 15% 
were party'lIne Communists, the great 
majonty neutral or sympathetic to fliTS, 
and 15"<; became active NTS supporters. 

InSide the USSR, NTS members form a 
decentralized underground composed of 
"molecules" of :2 or 3 persons, tonowing 
a baSiC plan of ope;atlOn. They produce 
and (;Istr,bute pamphlets, carry out radio 
l'lstruct,ons, mit'ate action under oppor­
tune cordltlOOS, infiltrate strategic posts . 

Russian resistance to the regime IS evi­
Cenced by popula~ demonstratIons, defac· 
ing of ballots, protest stnkes, defiance of 
autilOrity by students and intellectuals. 
by defection of RUSSian soldiers to tf"le 
freedorn Fightel's In Hungary in 1956 and 
currently In Cuba." by increased NTS sup· 
port in spite of strong SovIet counter,actlOn. 

Low cost of NTS operatio~s results from 
tfle dedicated services of a mlnirrum paid 
staff With a large corps of trained volun· 
teers, For example. $5 will pay for 3,300 
NTS folders 0'" 2,000 underground news­
papers or 50 books of 100 pages each.
