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Parallelly with the Revolutianary Development, the Vietna-
mese and Americam Ferces coordinated operations efectively to
exterminate the Communist insurgents, thanks to that security si-
tuation in entire province has had some satisfact@ry changes.

On wilitery field, besides Division full scale operation,
Dinh~Tucng Sector with missions mopping up as well as pacifying
the rural areas, last year had put out of action 1472 VG KIA,
geived 48 crew-served weapons and 263 small arms ef various
specles. Moreover, Binh~-Tuong Sector has just selzed a great deal
of weapons, in the recent operation named 'CUU-LONG 226!, en Oc-—
tober 30, 1967. ‘

In the political field; people of Dinh-Twong have ardently
participated in the elections of PRESIDENT, VICE-PRESIDENT,
SENATE and HOUSE OF REFRESENTATIVE for the Frecedom and Democracy
that the Constitut;‘n had defined.

On the part pf blood-thirsty VC, they have lost a great part
of support from pedple because they have plundered g great deal
8rf people's resources of talent and labor. They are also quite
defeated 1n their project 'Farmers liotivation iiission to serve
the 67 Spring-Suumer Phase:, Prapaganda canpaign or the success
of falge~hero NGUYEN~VAN-BE and the recent anti-election campaign
is only one zero.

On the other hand, since the year begin until now, there's
over 17,000 people living in VC controlled area, had given up
their house and paddy field, moved out secured area to live under
Gavernment protection.

The VC fighter is poorer and poorer., i'he number 879 VC de-
fectors frem the beginning of the year till now, among that ene
VC guerrilla squad of Binh-Puc village (ChAu-Thanh District) who
braught out 28 weapong rf all type, 80 grenades and a lot of im-
portant documents, that had proven the crackle in VC rank and the
efficiency »f our Government Chiéu-H3i poliey.

To direct the R.D. missien, from the beginning -~f "967,
our province has bullt in addition 10 Rural New Life Hamlet in
the districts Chau-Thanh, Bén-Tranh, Chogao, CaiBe concenirating
in addition over 12,000 people, raising the propertion of control
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up to 60 ®/0 with the total p%pulation of the whole province,

The living in ,all Rural New Life Hamlet and N.L.H. is or-
ganized orderly, peeple are benefiting minimum convenience of me-
dicai, educatlional and social equipments. ..oreover, Government has
helped the means 6f progressing the econowical life by distribu-
ting rice seeds, seeds of vegetable, poultry and pork, borrow mo-
ney for the crop and animal husbandry.

On the administrative plane, villages and hamlets sub-
structures are completely reorganized., In 26 villages, villagers
tried byself talentudus and vertuous men to vote for village coun-
cil beeing a decisive organ and village councils will vote for
chairman of village administrative committee beelng an executive
ergan. . A
Those twd abhve organs are the golid basis of demnrcracy
for the villages and hamlets in the future since frowm here the na-
ture of villages and hamlets self~governing is respected properly,
village administrative organs have more prestige, the leadership
in the village 1s unified and all members in the village adminis~
trative committee are gratified meritoriously.

Hamlet Chiefs and assistant hamlet Chiefs are also voted
by the people,

In greas beeing pacified wnich do not have enough condi-
tions for organizing an election, Province established 57 tempo-
rary village administrative committees and 158 temporary hamlet
managers.

In the Health field, ¥inhTuong General Hospital had been
repaired greatly with a fiscal year of over 53 millions by the
aspistance of America. This construction vas started since Novem-
ber 1965 and coumpleted at the beginning of 1967 and GENERAL
Chairman of the Central Executive Comwmittee inaugurated solemnly
orn. August 10, 1967. This health Center consists of obstetrical
sectin, Children wards, Therapy for Internal disease, Therapy for
external disease, Dentist's ward, Eye ward, X-Ray machine, all of
them were equipped by modern wechanic, and they can treat general-
ly the people' sickness in home tewn as well as nearby provinces.

Helping Vietnamese Doctors and specialists, there are 2
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( Philipino surgical teawms, cach consists of 2 doctors and 4 or 5

speclalists always present at the Hospital for treating patients
with devotion. There are also 1 male nurse advisor, 4 nurses and
2 american docters who daily help us in the same rield,

As for rural medical services, Frovince hasg given materials
to Notables of Vinh-Kin village for constructing 1 Maternity hos-

“pital in LongDinh district.

In the rural educational development, last yecar, 28 school
Trooms were built in the New life Hamlets and 32 other rooms are
under construction with the expenditure of 11,682,200 piasters.

10 normal primary school became comiunity rrimary school
whose educational methods are more bProgressive.

Abeut perscanel, Province has recruited 92 daily wage
scheol teachers and trained 70 hamlet school teachers for aver

in the field ef economics, the Agricultural Service has
widely disseminated the modern cultural technics, encouraged,
and given or distributed rice seeds to faruwers, so, althrugh the
rice field was decreased mere than 15.000 hectares by flooding
in 1966, the crops in 1967 have sti1l increased from 192.187
tons in 1966 up te 202.250 tons in 1967. The rice products have
also increased from 33.319 tons in 1966 up to 40.744 tons as of
September 1967,

2636 farmers have borrewed 54,164 ,000§ for their crops
and animal husbamdry from Agro Development dank.

2822 tons of fertilizer were sold cheaply te farmers to
increase supplement crops.

Animal husbandry Service has distributed to farmers l1i-
ving at NIH to include 957 plglets and 420 chickens.

Besides, this year, the Province has supplied to Salgon
uere than 11.000 pigs and has sold over 210,000 piglets of the
'Thufc-Nhidu species'.

The Fishery Service has distributed 40,000 carps, 4,000
philippine fish, 20 mammoth fish and over 44,000 pend fish to
help mearly 500 families »f farmers to increase their incomes.
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The Irrigation Service has finished 1 canal at Trungluong
which is 300m, long, to bring water to 120 hectares of rice-field,
Parmers can aisa.uée”it to grow vegetables. Desides, 200 culverts
have been distributed teo farmers in villages fer the purpose of
irrigation.

In the cemmunication field, Public .Jork Service has repai-
‘red 6 important bridges, more than 200m. long, fixed provineial
roads and rural roadsi In additién, 23 kms of Hwg.4 were repaired
because this Hwg had been damaged by flood and by VO sabotage.
Thanks to ﬁhese repairs the supplies have not been dzlayed in
reaching Saiggn,

In the Secial field, one Community Center had been esta-
bliched with a figcal year grant of 3,200,000% in the reginning of
1967 and had been inaugurated by GENERAL, Chairman of the Central

. Executlve Cemmittee en August 8, 1967, This center was being used
for the installatisn ef a tailer shesp, judo roem, reading rnrom,
musical room, children}s’}oom, women'e ¥oom, €3C ...

A canteen was built at liytho Bus Station with fiscal year
grant eof 400, OOO&-and this was inaugurated by GENERAL, Chairman of
the National Lead rship Council: in August 25, 1967.

Another Ene was built at VinhKim and it will be inaugura-
ted very si‘n, with the purpese ef helping laberers to buy cheap
fb‘ds and bring up their standards of health,

In 1968, Autherity will build 2 wore shelters, one at the
iaternity Hospital in liytho in order to help war victim relations
being treated at liytho Hospital and one at .ythuédn fsrry f~u pas-
sengers to rest 1n case they miss the ferry.

In the assistance of communist refugees, the Pr-vince
has givem from the beginning of this year to date 1,942,350% to
673 families resettlimg and sheltering in the districts -f Chau-
Thenh, Lengbinh, CaiBe, Cailay and Giaoduc,
