In this connection, I have aleo written to Dr . Weeley Fishel at 

the Center for Vietnalllese Studies, Southern Illinois University, 

Carbondale, Illinois. I do not lm.ow lthether they are now looking 

for Vietn:mlese visiting professors on their atat!, but. if they 

were, I believe that a position such ae that l«Nld possibly be 

more in consonance with ;your distinguished status than anything 

available here at our little training center. Nevertheless, I

hope will be your return to a political position in Viet-Nam. 

Among other things, lIOuld ;you not wish t.o run for the Senate 

eo that ;you could wield influence within the Government.? 

I have been asked to spend the month of April in Thailand looking 

at the insurgent. areae in that. count.ry, 1l!ld during that time I 

will definit.ely visit Saigon, although I do not yet lm.ow the eJClct 

date. I am not. able to leave Washington until lbrch 31, and lIDlSt 

report directly to Bangkok to begin lIOrk. After April 30 I will, 

of course, be returning here to Wash1ngt.on. 
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Again, Hr. MI.n1ster, lIlT deep appreciation for your k1ndness . In 
this letter I can on.l.Jr tell ;you that I l1li lIOrld.ng to arrange _ 
thing for ;you in the United States, and will keep in touch all soon 
as SOIIIISthing specific is found .
