1. Observe all S~nitation Rules and Regulations.

3. Wear the prescribed uniform while on duty and keep yourself physically 
clean at all times. 

4. Utilitymen are under the Supervision of the Second Steward and are ass­
igned aboard the ship to different stations on different places aboard the 
vessel, and are subject to be switched around to different jobs like washing 
down bulkheads, mopping, dishwashing, polishing, etc. 

5. Utilitymen working in t he Crew Pantry are under the direct supervision of 
the Third Steward in charge of the Crew Pantry; Uf:ilitymen working as dish­
washers in the Crew Scullery are under the direct supervisi. on of the Third 
Steward in charge of the Crew Scullery. 

6. Utilitymen working in the Hain Scullery in the Hn.in Pantry are under the 
direct supervisi. on of the Third Steward in charge of the Hain Dining Room 
and Main Sculle ry. 

7. Utilitymen working on different parts of the ship are under the direct 
supervision of the Second Steward. 

8. Utilitymen working cleaning Crew Quarters are under the supervisi. on of t he 
2nd Steward and under the direct supervision of the Third Steward (Sanitation 
Steward). 

9. Smoking or the use ef tobacco in any form is prohibited \'ben working 
in the Galley or around food. 

1~. wben in doubt on any matter pertaining to your duties consult your 
immediate supervisor. 
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
