Serve at aSSigned table according to 
instructions and in a courteous and efficient manner. 

4. Cle::tn Silver Dri:l>Iers thoroughly, general maintenance of side stand 
cJ.binet and keep clean all C ondment containers, 

5. "ear the prescribed uniform 

6. Comply ~dth th0 daily side work given by Dining Salon Steward 

7. There will be no snaking in the dining room at any time. Loafing in the 
Hain Pantry will not be pemitted. 3e at jour station at all times,. 

8, The use "f loud, boisterious, and profane language in the Pantry and Nain 
Dining Salon will not be permitted. 

9. The practice of overloading tables prior to the beginning of any sitting 
with butter, breads or rolls etc., especially prior to the third sitting, will 
not be permitted, because of the unwarrantod waste of these essential itene, 

l¢. A tray is a waiter necessity and will be used at all times when~rving or 
transporting food from Pantry to tables and returning soiled dishes to dishwasher. 

11. All waiters are assigned liSTS approved tine for eating, and the practice of 
eating and loud talking while waiting for arders in the pantry tends to confuse 
the pantrymen who are t~Jing to give correct and fast service. 

12 Leaving ones station and going to the pantry to eat while the l:leal is in 
progress or at any other time, ''lill not be pernitted. 'iaiters will eat at their 
assigned tiae in the dining roon. 

13 liaiters will not enter scullery to get table Silver, but wait until pla­
it is placed in receptacles in pantry, thGn take only the required anount for 
the inr:wdiato sitting and NO lIOd.E 

14. You are being observed daily in th~ perfornance of your duties, and any 
l~iGlty or unsanitary clmditions will not be pe=itted. Disciplinary action will 
be tJ.ken again..t offenders. 

15. Besidos waiting on tables, the third steward will assign you to another 
duty, when not serving meals, and when the~ship is in port and no p~ssegners abo~rd. 

16. All waiters will work as day workers when no passengers are aboard. 

17. ''hen you are on duty on the lIain Dining Hoon, you Hill use bl:lcck trousers, 
~ihite shirt, black tie or bl"'Ck, bow tie. Black shoes and the S(lJ;le will be shined, 
trir.r:ed and clean fingernails, nnd shaved rlCgularly; you aUST BE NThT AND CLEAN
