Dining Salon will not be permitted. 

9. The prnctice of overloading tables prior to the begining of any sitting 
with butter, breads or rolls etc., especially prior to the third sitting, will 
not be pennitLed, because of the unwarranted w:lste of these essential itans. 

A tray is a waiter necessity and will be used at all times when serving or 
transporting food from Pantry to tables and returning soiled dishes to dishwasher. 

11. All waiters are assigned 11STS aprov8d time for eating, and the practice of 
eating and loud talking while waiting for orders in the pantry tends to confuse 
the pantrymen who are trying to give correct and fast servic e. 

12, Leaving ones station:nd going to the pantry to eat while the meal is in 
progress or at any other time, will not be permitted. ",faiters will eat at their 
assigned time in the dining roan, 

13. \'Jaiters will not enter scullery to get table silver, but wait until pla .. 
it is placed in receptacles in pantry, then take only the required amount for 
the imnediate sitting am NO HOrtE 

14. You are being observ~d daily in the performance of your duties, and any 
lnxaty or unsanitary condition will not be permitted. DiSCiplinary action will 

.be taken against offenders. 

15, Besides waiting on tables, the third steward will assigp you to anther 
duty, when not serving meals, :'. nd when the ship is in p:lrt and no passengers 

(aboard 
16. All waiters will w:Jrk as day workers when no passengers are aboard. 

17. \'ihen you are on duty on the Main Dining Room, you will use black trousers, 
white shirt, black tie or black, bow tie. Black shoes and the same will be shined~ 
trillllled and clean fingernails, and shaved regularly; you must BE NEAT "lID ClEAN 
AT "LL TIllES.
