(2) The inlet flanges on the existing hesders were removed and
instailed by welding on the new meRifolds. The welded
connection was etrese relieved, sutjected to radiogrsphic
searcn and found setisfactory. Upon completion of
modification the header was aydrostatically tested to
1050 pounds per esquare inch and considered satisfactory.

3. The new headers were examined together with fittings after
installatior and found satisfactory.
