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No Major Battles Reported ; 
Mop .. Up Operations Continue 
Major actions against the Viet Cong were limited last 

week, with government forces concentrating on mop-up 
operations throughout the country in paciifica.tion pro­
grams. 

Twenty-eight VC were 
killed and 33 captured in a 
one day operation in Vinh 
Binh province last Friday 
in the Mekong Delta. Gov­
ernment forces reported no­
casualties and seized two 
hand g;renades and a. quan­
tity of enemy documents. 

On Monday, in Binh Dinh 
province, some 280 miles 
north of Saigon, Viietnamese 
forces launched an opera­
tion to conr,u,Iridate a semes 
of new life hamlets in two 
districts. Seventeen VC were 
killed and 12 captured dur­
ing the operation's first day. 
Three weapons, four grena­
des, and a quantlit.y of, do­
cum.ents were also seized 
by government troops who 
suffered no J,uisses. 

Also oni Monday, a U.S. 
Army UH-1B helicopter, es­
corting the. Secretary Mc­
Namara party crashed into 
the Bassac River in An 
Giang province · about 100 
miles west of the capital 
near the Hoa Hao village 
which the DOD chief visit­
ed. The two gunners on the 
plane were missing, but the 
two pilots were rescued. 

There was no ground fire, 
and ca.use of the mishap is 
under investigation. 

Last Sunday, Col. T.M. 
Hergert, Deputy Ch:ef of the 
Air Force Sectiion, MAAG, 
lost .his life when the VNAF 
Alff Skyra,ider he was pilot­
ing crashed. near Tay N.inh, 
75 miles northwest of Sai­
gon. There was no ground 
fire in the area, and cause 
of thlis accident, also, is 
being investigated. Oufonel 
Hergert's remains were re­
covered by ground parties 
Tuesday mo~ing. 

In other scattered actions, 
nine VC were killed in 
Phong Di!nh province in the 
Mekong Delta /Jvronday. 
!Four weapons and Ia.rge 
quantit~oo of munitions 
were seized by the govern­
ment troops. 

Viet Cong activity was 
confined to acts of terro­
rism, sabotage, propagan­
da, and attacks on new life 
hamlets and outposts 
throughout the country, 
with no major communist 
attacks iniltli.ated.

The medal was pinned to 
the flag-draped coffin at 
the planeside ceremony held 
at Tan Son Nhut prior to 
the return of Captain Mc­
Carthy's . remains to the 
United States. 

Lower Frequency 
Of Cholera Needle 

Col. R.B. Sigafoos, MAOV 
Staff Medical Officer, an­
nounced the requirement 
for cholera re-immunization 
every three months is res­
cinded effective immediate­
ly. 

According to the MACV 
directive, the HSAS Na.val 
Station Hospital will: give 
all American military and 
civilian personnel and de­
pendents cholera re--immu­
nization shots at the nor­
mar six month interva,l. 

During the recent cholera 
epidemic, there were no 
cases of infection among 
Americans in Viet Nam. 
Medical teams from MAAG, 
USOM and other military 
units will conduct periodic 
on-the-spot checks on indi'­
vidual requirements and 

health records.

Taylor -
arrived in Viet Nam last Sunda:y morning to review the 
progress of the war against the Viet Cong. 

Saying in an airport sta,­
tement that the U.S. will 
maintain its interest and 
presence in Viet Nam, the · 
DOD Chief pledged "we 
will stay as long as it 
takes," and that "_we shall 
provide whatever help is 
required to win the battle 
against the communist in­
surgents."

Noted Writer Pays Tribute 
To U.S. Troops In Viet . Nam 

(EDITOR'S NOTE : Last fall, Mr. Fra.nk Coiniff 
and the Hearst Task Force visited Viet Nam. On 
that occasion, we chatted at length with Coniff 
and: discovered him to be imp;i-essed with the 
'GI in Viet Nam.' Here is his tribute· to the 
servicemen stat~oned here, published Feb. 21.)

Viet Nam is a complex jaw-breaker almost impossible 
to understand and pos,itively defiant of explanation when 
one tries to -reduce it to terms comprehensible to the 
average person. In fact, Viet Nam is about as involved. 
as the preceding sentence ... 

Perhap'S the comimentators too often attempt to de­
lineate the whole complicated structure of military, p-Ol­

litical, and regional mores at one gulp', instead of openly 
acknowledging their inability to translate such a tangled 
mess into a few hundred words. · 

And perhaps we would be better advised to take out 
sepa,rate entit-ies of the swarming whole that are sus­
ceptible to analysis. Take, for instance, the 16,000 Ame­
rican off' cers and men presently stationed in Viet Nam. 
These cannot be understood in terms of World War II 
or even Korea, where we ass.embled large fighting for­
mations. Our men in Viet Nam are specialists and ins­
tructors. 

T.hey undoubtedly represent the ellite of the American 
Army. They have, for the mos,t part, single, separate 
missions with the Vtietnamese troops. There is little 
sense sent,imentaUzing over them as American "boys" 
doomed to a foreign war, because most of them are p~ 
fessional soldiers by choice. ·we beUeve a survey wo-ulld 
sho•w must vollunteered forr posting to Viet Nam. As 
dedicated professionals, they soug.ht service on the one 
wheel in torwn where actj,o,n could be found. A surpdsdng 
number fought in Korea, and they want Viet Nam, too, 
on their service record. 

We would guess that from the 16,000 men now assigned 
to Viet Nam, cadres could be found for the formation 
of five to eight World War IT-type divisions. We met 
at least two high officers who in the event of war 
would qualify overni'ght as acceptible corps comman­
ders... Junior officers ready to take over companies were 
also present i:n ample quantities. 

This,, then, is the quality of the American troops 
currently in action in Viet Nam ... The enlisted men 
are likewise specialists for the mos,t part and are abso,. 
lutely first-clas,s so1diers ... You hear no griping in ·viet 
Nam. They are "pros," proud of their profession, com­
petent resourceful, and probably the best-trained officer 
corps in the world today. Viet Nam can't be all bad if 
it, has given us this combat re,servoir of dedication and 
ability.

prec:edented. build-up of 
U.S. advisory effm-ts in Viet 
Nam. Large numbers of 
American servicemen were 
quickly alerted, and sent to 
this area, then, as well as 
now, deemed an ar.ea, of 
threat to world democracy 
and world peace. The swift­
ness of this buildup ob­
viou,sly created problems 
for the families left at 
home and for the service­
men here. 

It was very reassuring to 
these families at home that 
they could tum to the Red 
Cross chapters f·oir help, 
and it wa-s just as comfort­
ing to the servicemen in 
Wet Nam to knoiw that the 
Red Cross was here to as­
sist blim. 

We shall continue to rely 
on the Red Cross to make 
its contribution to the wel­
fare and morale of the 
Armed Forces around the 
world in 1964.

Patrick -
Irishman!

On Tuesday, Mar. 17. in Dublin and in Frankfurt, 

from New York to San Francisco, all over the world 
wherever there is a touch of Irish (including those that 
are not lrish) everyone wi:ll wear a bit Of green. 

St. Patrick's Day in honor of the patron saint of Ire­
land, has beO!lme an international event f'or the lrdsh 
and all people that love the Iris.h. 

Many w:i!ll be displaying, the green shamrock which 
resembles the three--leaf clover. St. Patrick used the 
shamrock to hllustrate a teaching. 

"There is only one plant yet three leaves, separate and 
dist:inct . There is only one God yet three . peroons, one­
God life, yet three distinct intelligences, capable of three 
thoughts stmultaneoUS1ly: the Father, the Son and the 
Holy Spirit," said St. Patrick. 

.When the Iriish honor St. Patrick, they honor a man 
who was not an Irishman. He may have been French, 
Ita.Uan, Germ.an or Spanish. He probably came from a 
coastal town because he was kidnapped and sold into 
slavery and was brought to Ireland on a s1ave ship. 

He was treated like a son by the family which pur­
chased him. The fairs and the field work and the dances. 
of the people captived Patri!ck. He promised himself to 
escape, to acquire more schooling and return to teach 
Christianity to the Irish. 

Becoming a, stowaway on a ship, he went back to 
the continent and studied for the pries,thood. When he 
returned to Ireland, he was priest - a man of God with 
personality, force and poise. 

The em.nity of the Drudic priiests and their plots 
against him fa.iled and the charm. of Pa.trick won them 
over one by one-. And when the clan chiefs em'bl'aeed 
God, t~ir people f<1Uowed them. The hearts of the Irish 
went out in great love for the new religion .. 

Churches were built throughout the country. In one 
generation the old laws of revenge and vendetta were 
wiped off the books and laws reflecting Christian con­
cepts became the law of the land. 

And the man responsible for this? Patriick, whose poise 
and courage and forceful persona,li!ty came from a keen 
feeling of the presence of God. 

"The eyes of. God are upon you. God walks in front 
of you and behm.d you. God walkis by your left hand: 
and your right hand,'" were the constant worlds of Pa­
ti,rck. 

Living in God's presence a,s he walked the roads of 
Ireland gave this man the calm ey.e and the masterful 
bearing which inspired the Irish to walk the ways of 
Christ. So with parades, with sprigs of green and with 
shamrocks the Irish honor a ma11 who was no Irishman.

Army, Navy Team-Up 
To Salvage Planes 

Tan Son Nhut (IO) - Two U.S .. Army helicopters and 
a U.S. Navy LST teamed together recently to prevent loss 
of life, time and money in an unusual aircraft recovery 

operation in the Mekong Delta region of Viet Nam. 

To avoid flying 12 loads 
of damaged aircraft from 
ca Mau to Vung Tau-180 
miles over VC guerrilla--in­
Iested swamps and groves 
- the Army's 611th Trans­
portation Co. employed a 
OH-37 \:Mojave and a UH­

lB Iroquoi:s helicopter to 
sling-load the salvage to an 
LST anchored three miles 
off Viet Nam's west coast, 
in the Gulf of Thailand. 
The Navy landing ship then 
ca.rried the load around the 
peninsula to Vung Tau. 

Ranging from 1,500 to 
6,000 pounds, each !,uad 
presented aerodynam,ic pro­
blems, causjng hea.vy drag 
on the two transportling he­
licopters. Overcoming these 
difficulties, the bulkiest and 

hea.V(iest load - a VNAF 
Alff airpJ.ane - wa.s ma­
neuvered onto the deck of 
the ship by the giiant CH-37 
piloted by Ca,pt. Larry L. 
iFoore and C.WO Raym.und 

C. Clayton. 
The entire operation cost 

$19,500 and required 22 fly­
ing hours for the two heli­
copters. Had the LST- not 
been used, the same opera­
tion would have required 
55 hours for the CH-37 
alone. Silllce the Army ap­
proximates a value of $500 
per flying hour for the Mo­
javet, a oovings of $8,500 
was real:i!zed. More impor­
tantly, the helicopters sav­
ed more than 40 hours ex-
pOSJUre over terrain in 
which the Viet Cong ope­
rate hea,vily. 

When the LST anchored 
off the tip of Vung Tau 
two days later, 'the two he­
licopters r-e-versed the pro­
cess and off-loaded the car­
go, delivering it to the Vung 
Tau airfield, the home of 
the 611th maintenance men. 

Two armed UH-lBS from 
the 114th Avn. Co. provid­
ed escort for the mission.

Army Plans Evaluation In 
Secondary, Additional MOS's 

Enlisted Army personnel will be evaluated and tested 
i:n primary and secondary military occupational special­
ties effective May 1, 1964 according to an announcement 
released by Department of the Army. 

Maj. H.F. Goldberg, As.st. 
AG, Pers. Br., 'MAAG, re­
ported that enlisted per­
sonnel in grade E-3 and 
above, assigned in Viet 
Nam, will be evaluated. and 
tested upon their return to 
CONUS. All testing for en­
listed personnel assigned in 
Viet Nam has been suspend­
ed. 

Under the revised enlist­
ed evaluation system, pera 
sonnel 1w:i!Jl first be tested 
in th,eir primary and ~e­
corndary MOS and the fol­
lowiing year tested in their 
pr,ima,ry and additional 
MOS. 

The expanded evaluation 
will provide flexibility in 
future assignments and 
maximum utilization of 
skills and training acquired 
by enlisted careerists. The 
improved system will also 
provide a broader base for 
promotional opportunities 
for personnel qualified in 
their secondary and addi­
tional specialties. 

The testing is mandatory 

for all enltsted personnel in 
grade E-3 and above except 
candidates for Officer Can-
