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45th AnniyersarY of the Fonnation of the Military Security Department 
"THE FATE 0Ji AN INT.NAL SPY" • 

During the long resistance war against the Americans to save our country, 
which lasted from after July 1954 undl 30 April 1975 and was nned with suffering 
and sacrince, our nation achieved tota.! victory. The date 30 April 1975 was a day 
of great celebration, the celebration ora glorious victory which brought pride and 
happiness to our people and to our friends throughout the world. In the midst of 
the joyous atmosphere of this day of victory, COIDl'3de Tran Quoc Hoan, Minister 
of Interior, instructed the Military Security, Department (CUC BAO VE QUAN 
DOl) to take Thong to Saigon immediately. 

Nguyen Van Thong was bom in 1942 at 42 Le Loi Street in Son Tay City. 
Many members of his family served as puppets for the French colonialists. He 
received an education through the receipt of his baccalaureate diploma and his 
every personal need was satisned. 

In 1954, when the Geneva agreement was signed, Thong went with his 
family to regroup for 300 days in Hai Phong. After that, his entire family was 
transported to Saigon in a French Dakota aircraft. In Saigon, Thong lived in a 
house at 6 Hong Thap To Street. Because he had completed his baccalaureate 
degree, Thong was recruited and trained by the American CIA. From that time 
until his arrest in Ban Me Thuot, Thong was an extremely dangerous lackey of the 
CIA. 

Around 1969 Thong was given the responsibility of handling Vo Van Ba, 
and he bandied Ba until Thong was arrested by our forces in Ban Me Thuot. In 
actuality, Ba was at that time a District Party Committee member for the Tay 
Ninh Cao Dai Holy See region. When was Ba recruited by the CIA and how was 
the CIA able to insert him into the Tay Ninb Holy See District Part Committee? 
Thong stated that he didn't know, this was a CIA secret which Thong was not 
authorized to know. 

Ba had a private residence on Ba Den Mountain (Black Lady Mountain) in 
Tay Ninb. He was assigned by the Tay Ninb Holy See District Committee to 
recruit party chapters in the enemy's rear area. The CIA considered Ba to be the 
most valuable spy in Indochina because his memory was exceptional. Every time 
the Tay Ninb Provincial Party Meeting held an expanded meeting to promulgate 
Politburo resolutions, no one was allowed to take notes. This man, however, 
would only hear the Politburo resolution read once, and then could go home and 
write it down exactly like the written text. 

BA's house had an attic made of wood. Thong directed him to put a radio 
there. Each day at the appointed time Thong and Ba would contact each other by 
radio to collect information and to implement the instructions of the American 
CIA Station in Saigon. At the same time, the use of tbe radio allowed the enemy 



to check on whether Ba had betrayed them and on whether Ba was taking any 
long trips which he had not told them about. 

The enemy also constructed a house in Tay Ninh City. The outward 
appearance of this house was that of a house of prostitution, but in fact the house 
was a dead drop. Within the house was a double bed, and under the leg of the 
bed the enemy buried a milk carton. When he needed to meet with the CIA to 
report, Ba would write a message in code and give it to his daughter, Vo Thi Nga, 
and her schoolmate Thi Hong. They would go to the house in the guise of 
prostitutes and would place the message in the milk carton. Around this area the 
CIA deployed a force of secret agents to monitor the situation, and when it was 
safe Thong would enter the house to collect the message. 

The CIA regularly took Ba to Saigon to report and to receive new 
instructions. When Ba had completed his report, the CIA would rewrite it into 
separate individual reports. In order to protect the identity of this spy, on the 
bottom of the reports they would place the signatures of two of our loyal party 
members, comrade Ba Dua and Tu Tinh. 

Because the information provided by this dangerous spy was valuable, the 
American CIA forbade the intelligence agencies of the puppet army and 
government to pursue the information. In spite of this, the puppet Military 
Security Service, the puppet General Directorate of Police, etc., aU made efforts to 
run down the source of this information. Eventually, they all knew that the 
information was coming from Tay Ninh, but they did not learn that the 
information came from Vo Van Ba. 

The consequences of the betrayal of this dangerous spy who was completely 
dedicated to the CIA were that he caused us to suffer many casualties. An 
exampJe of this was when he heard us promulgate a plan for an attack aimed at 
liberating a number of areas in Tay Ninh. He immediately reported this to Thong 
so that Thong could report it back to Saigon. Mter determining that the 
information which Ba had reported was correct, the U.S. deployed troops to 
conduct an ambush and caused us extremely heavy casualties, which made it 
impossible for us to carry out our assignment of liberating a number of these 
areas. 

In the face of these losses, the security protection agency of the Tay Ninh 
province Military Command suspected that we had a spy in our midst. The Tay 
Ninh Provincial Committee planned to send Ms. Tu Doi into the enemy rear area 
to cbeck on the various party chapters which Vo Van Ba had organized. When he 
learned this, Ba feared he would be exposed as a spy. He therefore immediately 
reported to the CIA the day and time Ms. Tu Dol would eoter the enemy rear area 
and recommended that the enemy arrest Ms. Tu Dol. 

The enemy. however, thought that if they arrested only Ms. Tu Doi this 
would expose the spy Vo Van Ba. In order to protect the Identity of this 
dangerous spy, the CIA provided a cover by arranging a large sweep operation 
which arrested thousands of people, hut the main object of the operation was to 
arrest Ms. Tu Dol. 



Because Ms. Tu Doi resolutely resisted and refused to confess, they 
sentenced her to 3 years in prison. When her prison term ended, the CIA 
informed Ba that they were going to release her. Ba recommended that they 
continue to hold her, because if she returned to our area there was a danger that 
Ba would be exposed as a spy. The CIA accepted Ba's suggestion. They 
continued to hold Ms. Tu Doi. The result of this was that after the liberation, 
Ms. Tu Doi was a paraplegic and could not walk. 

When the Americans saw that we were attacking from aU directions, they 
sent out photographic reconnaissance aircraft and found tank tracks along the Ho 
Chi Minh Trail. This finding caused them great fear and concern. Ba was 
immediately caUed to Saigon to report. At that time the Americans only asked Ba 
this question, "In your opinion, are the Communists launching all these attacks 
with the intention of gaining more territory and population or do they intend to 
liberate aU of South Vietnam, and, would the Communist dare to attack Saigon?" 
Ba responded strongly that the Communists planned to liberate aU of South 
Vietnam and, as to whether the Communists would attack Saigon - he said that 
was a certainty! The Americans suggested to Ba: "If that occurs, we will send a 
helicopter to pick you and your wife and children up to take you to the U.S." Ba 
blindly believed in the absolute secrecy of the Americans, so he only requested that 
the CIA destroy all documents in Saigon related to him. That would take care of 
everything! He would not be exposed, he could continue to live in this land and 
not have to go anywhere. He was very subjective and too trusting in the security 
of the CIA. In truth, aU of his crimes had already been reported to us by Thong, 
his handler, before Tay Ninh and Saigon were liberated. According to Thong, 
because of Ba's great "contributions", the CIA paid him a monthly salary of 
between 2,000 and 5,000 dollars. Because they were afraid, however, that if Ba 
got too much money he would be exposed, they only let Ba have enough money to 
live on. The majority of his money was put in a Saigon bank for Ba. 

After bringing Thong to Saigon, the Military Security Department reported 
to Comrade Vien Chi (Note: Vien Chi was a senior officer in the SRV Ministry of 
Interior Intelligence Department~ Comrade Vien Chi told them, "His statements 
are accurate, they match the information I have obtained from the safe of Nguyen 
Khac Bim{ (NOTE: Nguyen Khac Binh was the Commander of the South 
Vietnamese National Police and concurrently Chief of the Central Intelligence 
Organization). Vo Van Ba is an extremely dangerous internal spy. But you 
comrade must always remember that aU of the crimes which Ba committee were 
done at the direction of Thong. Thong is a dangerous CIA spy, so you comrades 
must be very much on your guard against him. Vo Van Ba has been arrested by 
our personnel. You comrades should prepare to interrogate him. " 

The Military Security Department was in the process of making 
preparations and waiting when it received a report from the Security Section for 
South Vietnam "If we're n.tcareful we're going to jail. Last night Vo Van Ba 
ended his own life. He left behind a letter saying the following: 'At a time when 
our entire population is joyously greeting our victory, I must lie down here. I 
have recognized my crimes, and I no longer have the heart to look at my friends 



and relatives, my comrades, and my compatriots. I am therefore ending my own 
life right now." 

After hearing this, no one said anything and one by one left to return 
home. This was truly the shortest and tensest meeting we had ever had. 

I went home filled with regret that the bastard Vo Van Ba had died. Death 
was the appropriate end for a spy who had committed so many crimes against the 
people. However, I was very sorry that I had not had a chance to confront him 
face to face and force him to confess to all the long-range plots of the American 
imperialists. 

Through the progress of this case, and combined with many other 
documents of other cases during my life in counter-espionage work, I have found 
that the enemy is always seeking every possible means to recruit internal spies who 
will wonn their way deep into our ranks to oppose the revolution. They fight 
against us during times of peace as well as of war, during periods when we are 
encountering difficulties as well as during times when we are victorious. 
Therefore the task of preserving security requires constant vigilance. We must 
educate the younger generation working on protection of our security to show 
them that: today the security situation may be secure, but that does not mean that 
the security situation will be secure tomorrow, and that a finn spirit and security 
skills will be required.
