REVISED ODP REFUGEE ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

In the past, applicants approved as refugees could be accompanied to the US by spouses and
unmarried sons and daughters. This policy has been revised and adult sons and daughters of all
refugee applicants for both re-ed and regular subprograms who are interviewed after April 14, 1995
will not be eligible for refugee status. This policy change was announced by the Department of State
and the US Immigration and Naturalization Service (INS) in December 1994 in response to the
increasing incidence of fraud in this category.

All applicants approved as refugees after April 14, 1995 may be accompanied by their spouse and
unmarried sons and daughters under the age of twenty-one who have continuously resided in the
family household. Sons and daughters over the age of twenty-one will not be allowed to attend the
CDP interview with their narents. Fxceptions.to this limitation may be considered for humanitarian
reasons in cases of sons and daughters over the age of twenty-one who might be negatively affected
by the revised policy.

FUTURE ELIGIBILITY

In most cases, approved applicants who are the parents of ineligible sons and daughters are advised of
their option to travel to the US and file immigrant visa petitions on behalf of their unmarried children
when they become Lawful Permanent Residents (LPR). Even though refigees may adjust their status .
to LPR one year from the date of entering the US, the limited mumber of visas available in this
category can mean a delay of several years from the time the petition is filed until there is a visa
number available. Parents are not eligible to file immigrant visa petxpons for their married children
until they become US citizens.
