Based on our review of the laboratory's findings, however, you may wish to file
immigrant visa petitions (Form 1-130) or refugee petitions (Form 1-730) on their behalf at the nearest office
of the Immigration and Naturalization Service (INS).

As our records indicate the individuals requesting to be tested do not quallfy for admission to the US under
current ODP eligibility requ1rements it does not appear apprognate to mltlate testmg at this time.

Refugee status can be approved only if the applicant establishes a credible claim of persecution or a well-
founded fear of persecution on account of race, refigion, nationality, membership in a particular social
group, or political opinion. Additionally, all applicants for refugee status in the United States must
establish that they are not precluded from entry into the United States under other sections of law,

During your interview with an officer of the United States Immigration and Naturalization Service (INS),
your claim to having been persecuted or having a well-founded fear of persecution was reviewed. At that
time, you were given the opportunity to present evidence, documentation, and/or an accumulation of
detail through verbal testimony of the evenis or circumstances that support your claim of persecution or a
well-founded fear of persecution. After carefully reviewing your account of these events and surrounding
circumstances, it has been determined that you do not qualify for refugee status.
