• At least one year verifiable employment by the US government or US private companies plus at least 
one year In a re-educatlon camp as a direct result or close association with US policies and programs 
priorto 1975. 

• A period of training In the US plus at least one year In a re-educaUon camp as a direct result or close 
association with US policies and programs prior to 1975. 

• At least five years verifiable employment by the US govemment or US private companies.
