Before 1975, he worked for 
Terres des Hommes at Da-Nang as chairperson. After the fall of the South Vietnam Government, 
he fought for freedom and human rights in the National Liberation Organization. On September 
1979, He and a number of his companions were arrested by the Vietnamese Communist 
Government. He escaped from prison, and was recaptured in 1985. He was sentenced to death on 
1.8.1986. The People's Supreme Court of Vietnam reduced his death sentence to life in prison 
sentence on 11.29.1986. 

I am writing this letter to you, asking your compassion to intervene with the Vietnamese 
government to release my husband. 

My children and I bear in our hearts the deepest gratitude toward all of you for everything 
you have done for our father and husband.
