Dear Mr. Luu:

This responds to your letter of June 16, concerning your son,
Tuan Luu, who is presently residing in Novara, Italy. I apologize
for the delay in responding.

Based upon current refugee processing and Visas 93 guidelines,
your son appears ineligible to qualify for either status. However,
your son may qualify for an immigrant visa as a first or second
preference visa beneficiary, depending on your immigration status
in the United States. (A first preference is an unmarried son or
-daughter of U.S citizen and a second preference is an unmarried son
or daughter of a permanent resident.) Therefore, if you have not
done so already, I would strongly encourage you to file the
enclosed I-130 form, along with the specified documentation as soon
as possible to ensure minimum delays.

I hope this information has been helpful in addressing your

concerns. If we may be of assistance in the future, please do not
hesitate to contact me.

My name is LUU VAN DUNG, currently regsiding in Houston,
Texas.

I respectfully submit this letter to your Office to
request for your assistance in expediting the processing of
the application for family reunification of my son LUU TUAN,
who 1s now in Italy as a refugee,.

In February 1980, due to severe social discrimination
imposed by Communists on families of former high ranking
officers of the Republic of Vietnam Armed Forces, ay eldest
son LUU TUAN had to flee Vietnam by sea for the sake of
survival., His raft was rescued by an Italian freighter, and
he was sent to Singapore for ©processing before being
regsettled in a third country. Despite his consistent request
to travel to the US under the sponsorship of many of his
uncles and aunts living in Awmerica, the Singapore
authorities forced him to go to Italy under the terms by
which the Italians would have to take care of those unhappy
persons after only one month of granting asylum. My son had
no choice but making a living in Novara, Italy while he
keeps hoping to join his parents when conditions for asuch a
travel become possible.

Following TUAN's escape, my two other children LUU VAN
TOAN and LUU THI THUC also fled Vietnam in 1982 and 1983
respectively, and are now both American citizens.

After a long ordeal of more than 12 years in Communist
hard labor concentration camps 1in North Vietnam, I was
finally released in August 1987 and together with ay wife
and my five remaining children, we were admitted to the US
in August 1991 under the H.0 Programs as refugees. So only
LUU TUAN, my eldest son is stil]l far off my family although
he has been longing for years for the earliest day to join
his parenta and brothers and sisters in the US.

Upon arrival in the US in 1991, we have applied for
Iamigrant visa for my son LUU TUAN and it has been approved
by the Department of Justice on 12-03-1992, but recently my
son was informed that he is the beneficiary of an Immigrant
visa petition in a category which is not yet current, so he
nust wait until his case becomes current.



As you well know we come to this country because we
must flee our homeland due to persecution, imprisonment,
deprivation of bhuman rights and severe discrimination, but
we are always grateful to the US Government and to the
American people to accept us as a reflection of its
humanitarianism, its respect of 1life and its support of
human rights.

Therefore with all of my compassions and faithfulness,
I hereby request your Office to reconsider my son's case and
I hope you will give us a fair consideration irn order to
reunite with =y son after a 18-year long struggle for our
lives.
Please accept my deep regards and appreciations.
