This case was interviewed and denied by a US Immigration and Naturalization Service (INS) officer based
on the evidence and testimony presented. There is no appeal from such a denial, however, US immigration
law provides that any applicant may request to re-open a case if additional or new cvxdence or facts are
presented in support of the original refugee claim. We have reviewed our records based on the information
contained in your inquiry, however, insufficient evidence or facts are available to warrant reconsideration
of the case.

ODP policy indicates that refugee applicants must demonstrate to the satisfaction of the
interviewing officer that they have been subject to persecution in Vietnam as a result of their
association with the US prior to 1975.
