I wish to lend my hands to those who served 

in the VNSF, once sacrified their lives for the security of the free world but 

unfortunately were in the captivities of the Rnoi regime for more than 10 years. 

They were rleased by Hanoi and now are living in Saigon. I understand that the 

U.S. government is working to grant admission to them. If this program is taken 

place I wish to have the people from the following list (also affidavit of relation 

attached) to join me in the U.S.A •• Only a few people have support documents. 

I will submit later when they become available. 

I will do my best to coordinate with the Vietnamese community in this locality 

to assure the minimum security for them to start their new life in Chicago.
