During the period of January through September, 19661 was o member of Special Forces
Detachment A-237, 5th Speciai Forces Group (Airborne), Ist Spccial Forces, stationed at

Luong Son of what was then the Republic of Vietnam. This was a Civilian Irregular
Defense Group (CIDG) camp located adjacent to the village of Luong Son.

The CIDG consisted of local indiginent peoples and numbered approximately six hundred
individuals operating within five companies. The role of the United States service
members was to advise and assist an exact replica of the American Special Forces team
from South Vietnam. The Vietnamese Special Forces team numbered twelve (same as
ours), with the like areas of expertise of the Americans. The Vietnamese were in actual
command of the installation and the Camp Commander was one Captain (Dai Uy) Que.
The US team leader was Captain Rene Affourtit (later Colonel).

Americans on the team were: Captain Affourtit
Lieutenant Lawrence W. Dring, Jr. (deceased)
Master Sergeant Vincent Gaston
Sergeant First Class Gary Crossman
Sergeant First Class James Mitchell
Sergeant First Class Felix Rico
Sergeant Dale L R. Lucas (myself)
Specialist Five Robert Eggers
Specialist Five James Watson (deceased)
Specialist Four Nick Walton
Specialist Four Joe Isham

Among those serving on "Dai Uy" Que's forces were a group of professionals who fought
bravely and developed a strong rapport with those of us who were acting as counterparts.
One of these individuals was Sergeant (Trung Si) Nguyen Van Hien. Sergeant Hien was
one of those soldiers that we soon developed a deep respect for. He was a paragon of
leadership and a gentleman. I recall one instance in battle that, had he been an American,
he would most assuredly have been nominated for the Medal of Honor. He single-
handedly attacked a large force of entrenched enemy carrying an old, WWII A-6 machine
gun, firing on the run across an open area. The barrel of the gun became so hot due to the
raie of fire, he burned his hands severeiy by noiding onto the barrel during the assault. He



r\‘
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continued on even though wounded and routed the entire enemy position, killing many in
so doing. He saved the lives of several Americans that day - one of them was me.

Had that been all there was to it, he would have been a hero. The next thing he did,
though, brings credit upon his profession and the Vietnamese people. He went among the
wounded enemy soldiers and administered first aid, offering aid and comfort to the
maimed and dying, and giving them water from his own canteen. He refused medical

evacuation until he had made sure all the wounded, both friendly and enemy had been
med-evac'd to hospitals. .

Trung St Hien went on to work in thé Headquarters of the Vietnamese/US Special Forces
School at Nha Trang. It was thers that he became one of the best instructors of field
operations for that organization. —

[ returned to Vietnam as a Captain in 1570 and triec to locate Hien. I was saddencd to
hear of his death and tried to get back to Luong Son where I knew his family lived, but I
was unable to do so. My joy is great at learning that Hien is alive and well in Luong Son.
Due to his war efforts he was placed in a re-education camp for some time after the war.
This is not someone just posing as my friend as he has sent me photos and other
unrefutable documentation as to his authenticity.

I am not sure just what procedures will be necessary to accomplish it, but I am willing to
provide whatever assurance necessary to whatever agency requiring it that I wish to
sponsor this fine man's immigration to the United States. I will make sure lie does not
become a liability to the country whether it be financial or otherwize. Attached as
enclosure is a Form I-134 (Rev. 12-1-84)Y (Affidavit of Support). Should there be any
other documentation required, please do not hesitate to contact me.

On a personal basis, [ have developed a deep respect for the Vietnamese people. I have
been fortunate to have sponsored others to immigrate to this country and have been
amazed at the resourcefullness and adaptability of these wonderful people. In most cases
they have all become financially independent (filthy-rich) due to their strong work ethic.
My wife and I have an adopted Vietnamese son who has blessed our home for the past
twenty years (a Junior in college now). We raised him from infancy.

I have been fortunate to become financiaily sound and have a retirement pension from the
US Army as well. I understand the culture of the Vietnamese and would be an excellent
sponsor to assist in the transition of life for Mr. Hien. Request you look upon this matter
favorably.

~ Treceived your welcomed letter on Saturday morning (01-07-95) that you sent
from Luong Son on December 26th. I was very happy to hear from you once more.
*

1 know that you are waiting for my letter 1o assist you and you family to come to
the United States. Every hour must seem like a year. I can assure you I am doing
everything in my power to make this happen quickly. We want you to be here almost as
badly as you want to be.

It was wonderful to hear that you are alive and well. I had been informed that you
were killed in combat soon after I left Vietnam the first time. When I came back in 1970-
71, they told me that you were dead.

It was a miracle that I met Le-Khac-Hung last vear. I was living in a town 300 km
from Portland, Oregon where he lives. I had to go tc a funeral there and I was surprized
to see a Vietnamese family at the funeral. After the funeral was over I went over to talk to
them. I asked them where the had lived in Vietnam and he told me that I would not know
anything about it because it was a small village far from Saigon. We were very surprized
to find out that both of us had lived in Luong Son.

I told him about you and how sad I was that you had been killed, but I didn't have
your name correct so he didn't know it was you I was talking about.

I hope this letter finds you and your family well and in good spirits. My wife and I
are looking forward to meeting them and renew our old aquaintence. We want to help
you get started here in America and watch you prosper.

Yesterday, I took your letter to a Vietnamese friend's home 120 km from our
house to have them translate it for me. We all ended up crying when we talked about you
and how happy we will be to have you here.

I went to the Immigration and Naturalization Service to inquire what would be
needed and have enclosed a letter for you to use. They said this would be enough, but if it
takes more we will do whatever is necessary to make everything right.

I retired from the Army in 1979 as a Major but I never forgot the Vietnamese
people that I learned to love. My wife and T have adopted 2 son who is Vietnamese. We



got him when he was a baby and he is 20 years old now. He is the joy of our lives and is
attending college. Maybe you can teach him to speak Vietnamese when you get here.

I must close for now and get this letter in the mail. Keep your spirits high and
know that we will do everything possible to get you and your family to the United States

soon. We all send our love.
