To be resetded in the United States as o relugee. an applicant must meet the statutory  definition of
refugee contained in section TOTHCE2Y of the Immigration and Nationality Act (INA). as amended.
Refugee status can be approved only it the applicant establishes a credible claim of persecution or a well-
founded fear of persecution on account of race. religion, nationality, membership in a particular social
group, or political opinion.  Additionally, alt applicants for refopee status in the United States must
establish that (hey are not precluded trom entry into the United States under other sections of law.
