I am responding to your letter of May 19, 1992 on
behalf of your constituent, Ngoc Thi Nguyen, concerning
the U.S. Orderly Departure Program (ODP) application of
Nguyen Van Thanh, now residing in Vietnam (our file number
IV-252961/H09-599). I regret the delay in responding.

There has been no change in the status of this case
since we responded to your inquiry of July 23, 1991 on
October 24, 1591. Nguyen Van Thanh and his family's
application was denied because his time as a prisoner of
war from 1971 to 1976 does not qualify him under current
ODP eligibility criteria. ODP-eligible candidates have
been detained in re-education centers for a minimum of
three years after April of 1975 because of their pre-1975
association with the United States.

I hope this information will be helpful to you in
responding to your constituent.
