Déar Mr. Nguyen Van Thong,

The Archbishop has referred your request to the
Tribunal for our investigation. -

We have been in contact with your former wife through
the Priest in the town of Singleton, New South Wales.

Your wife is indeed now married to a man who is a
Minister of the Church of England. The name and address you
supplied are correct. :

However, there is no record in our Tribunal of any
case _involving your wife. I presume that she has obtained a
divorce through the civil authorities and her present marriage
to Mr. Sheehan would also be recognized by Australian civil
authorities. This divorce and re-marriage are, of course, not
recognized by the Catholic Church. At this present time your
wife and Mr. Sheehan are not free to marry in the Catholic Church
and the Church would still recognize her marriage to yourself.

Please understand, though, that the Archbishop has no
power to interfere with your wife's present marital union.
Remember that Australian civil authorities would recognize her
present marriage and we have to respect the civil law in this
matter.

We hope that this clarifies the situation.
