Applicants or their US sponsors are responsible for the entire cost of the procedure to be paid in
advance, and there is no guarantee the case will be approved after the test. Testing must be
performed by an American Association of Blood Banks (AABB) approved DNA testing laboratory’
in the US (see attached list).

The genetic markers of the involved parties being what they are, and assuming that
other possible fathers are not related to the tested man, paternity is favored over
non-paternity by a factor of 1,100. If the other evidence in this case were judged to
be equally balanced for and against paternity -- 1f all else were equal -- the odds
would be 1,100 to 1 that Dong Pham is the father of Tien Van Pham. All else being
equal (50% prior probability!, the prcbability that Dong Pham is the father of Tien
Van Pham 1s 99.91%. If the other evidence in the case were judged not to be equally
balanced for .and against paternity (i.e. if the prior probability were different from
50%), the resulting probability of paternity would be somewhat different:

Prior probability: 10% 25% 50% 75% 90%
Probability of Paternity: 99.19% 99.73% 99.91% 99.97% 99.99%
