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REVISED ODP REFUGEE ELIGIBILITY CRrrERIA 

In the past, applicants approved as refugees could be accompanied to the US by spouses and 
unmarried sons and daughters. This policy has been revised and adult sons and daughters of.@II 
refugee applicants for both re-ed and regular subprograms who are interviewed after April 14, 1995 
will not be eligible for refugee status. This policy change was announced by the Department of State 
and the US Immi~ation and Naturali~ation Service (INS) in December 1994 in response to the 
increasing incidence offraud in this category. ... .• . 

All applicants approved as refugees after April 14, 1995 may be accompanied by their spouse and 
H!U11arried sons and daughters under the age of twenty-one who have continuously resided in the 
family household. Sons and daughters over the age of twenty-one will ~9.t be allowed to attend the 
ODP interview with their parents. Exception!': to this limit"tion may be considered for human!taria.'l 
reasons in cases of sons and daughters over the age of twenty-one who might be negatively affected 
by the revised policy. 

FUTURE ELIGIBILITY 

In most cases, approved applicants who are the parents of ineligible sons and daughters are advised of 
their option to travel to the US and file immigrant visa petitions on behalf of their unmarried children 
when they become Lawful Permanent Residents (LPR). Even though refugees may adjust their status . 
to LPR one year from the date of entering the US, the limited number of visas available in this 
category can mean a delay of several years from the time the petition is filed until there is a ~~a /' 
number available. Parents are not eligible to file immigrant visa petitions for their married children 
until they become US citizens.

Applicants who fall into any of the categories listed below 
are not qualified for an interview even though their names may have appeared on interview lists submitted to the OOP by the 
Socialist Republic of Vietnam (SRV), or even though ODP may have issued a Letter ofIntroduction (LOI) to the applicants in 
the past. 

1. [J Beneficiaries or non-current immigrant visa petition(s): The preference petition(s) filed on behalf of the 
individua1(s) named above are not yet eligible for visa consideration. These applicants will be reconsidered for interview 
once the filing date(s) of the petition(s) are current. For more information on visa petition cut-off dates, you may contact 
the US Department of State's Visa Office at (202) 663-1.541. 

2. Cl Applicants whose cases are based solely on an affidavit or relationship (AOR): OOP no longer interviews 
applicants whose cases are based solely on AORs. Please refer to the enclosed information about filing immigrant visa 
petitions. 

3. b-'Sonsldaughters over the age or twenty-one (and their ramilies): Without independent refugee eligibility or current 
/' ~isa petitions, these individuals may not attend an OOP interview with their parent(s). Only the ~ and minor 

children of a current preference petition beneficiaIy are entitled to derivalive eligibility. After he/she arrives in the U.S. and 
adjusts hislher status to Legal Permanent Resident, a parent may file petitions on behalf ofhislher unmarried children. 

4. [J Married sons/daughters (and their families): Without independent refugee eligibility or current \-isa petitions. these 
indiYiduals may not attend an OOP interview with their parents; under US immigration law, married offspring are not 
entitled to derivative eligibility from their parents' immediate relative petitions.

• A nrified period of training outside Vietnam under US government auspices plus at least one year 
spent in a re-education camp as a direct result of close association with US policies and programs prior to 
1975. 

• The widow(er) and unmarried children of an individual who died in or a!I • result of internment in a 
re-education camp due to hislher close association wit!. US policies and prog:ams prior to 1975. Children 
are eligible only when accompanying their widowed Orenl. ,.
