I am Tran, Khuong van, 76 years old. Would you please grant me a
request for an interview for the rest of my family, including my three children.

Back to 1994, our family was interviewed by the US Delegations for
“H.O. Program.”” Unfortunately, only my wife and I were allowed to leave
for the United State, our three children left behind in V.N for reconsi-
deration.

My children were denied to go together with us because there was the
error in the “Vietnamese family member registration’” document .

Before 1 left V.N, one member of the U.S Delegations told me to
resubmit a “family member registration’” document which dated before 1990,
to Bangkok for reconsideration.

During the past two years living in the United State, we continued to
send the documents to Bangkok as requested by the U.S Delegations, but we
have heard nothing from them.

Our children in Vietnam are currently living under difficult situation
such as: no employment, their house was confiscated by the Vietnamese
Government.

We are deeply in sorrow in this separated situation. As a parents with
aging, in leading to the sunset of our life, we only hope that we will see our
children to reunite with us.

Would you please help us in this complicated situation. Your help will
be greatly appreciated.

We are looking forward to hear from you soon. We wish you a happy
day.

During your 1nterv1ew with an officer of the United States Imnugration and Naturalization Service (INS),

your claim to having been persécuted or hav1ng a'well-founded fear of persecution was reviewed. At that

time, you were given the opportunity to present evidénce, documentation, and/or an accumulation of
